What is Salvation?
A. From God’ perspective, salvation includes the total work of God in bringing people from condemnation to justification, from death to eternal life, from alienation to filiation.
B. From the human perspective, it incorporates all of the blessings that being in Christ brings both in this life and the life to come.
There are three (3) tenses of Salvation 
1) The moment one believes he is  saved from the condemnation of sin (Delivered from death)

After salvation, now what?
Sanctification
Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature; old things are passed away; behold all things are become new (II Corinthians 5:17- KJV)
Glorification
That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle , or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish (Ephesians 5:27 – KJV)
In the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable and unreproveable in his sight: (Colossians 1:22 – KJV)
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
