JASPER DANCE PROGRAM STUDIO ETIQUETTE
1. Dancing can be lots of fun. Joy and enthusiasm are greatly encouraged however, it is important to also maintain an attitude of discipline and respect.

2. Full attention and participation is required at all times.

3. NEVER SIT DURING CLASS. It is potentially injurious as well as traditionally considered rude.

4. NO EATING or CHEWING GUM while in class, or in the studio. You may bring water into the studio, but not food, juice or soda.

5. Rubber or leather sole jazz shoes are required (alternative footwear must be approved by the instructor).

6. Dance attire should be clean, comfortable, form fitting and allow for uninhibited movement. Warm-up clothes may be worn only if they do not interfere with the instructor's ability to see and make corrections to the student's technique. If you are unsure about attire, please ask the instructor.

7. Hair must be secured away from the face and neck.

8. Do not wear excessive jewelry to class (such as neck chains, bracelets or dangling earrings).

9. Once class has begun, do not leave unless necessary.

10. If you are observing class, sit in an upright, attentive position. Give your full concentration to the instructor and dancers. DO NOT LOUNGE, TALK OR LEAVE UNTIL THE CONCLUSION OF CLASS. 

11. Friends and family who wish to observe class may do so if they adhere to etiquette rule #10 and receive prior permission from the instructor.
