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Musically speaking, Kittie could be defined as heavy metal at a maniacal magnitude.  More than just another rock band, this all-girl Canadian teen foursome create their own image; a look inspired by equal slices of glam, goth and metal.  

     Naturally uninfluenced by what can be considered the norm in today’s society, Kittie’s tough, brutal yet mature sound paves a new road through a convoluted music industry.
   Spit’s 12 tracks are tightly packed into 36 crunch-grinding minutes, coming to a head at the 11th track.  “Choke” is an emotional retort to a hypocritical lover, pounded into a sarcastic bass-heavy stomp.
     These untamed felines only show signs of mercy on the final track, “Immortal,” an intriguingly stalking instrumental that leads the group into a state of tranquility in the wake of emotional ruckus; not unlike some carnivore who has had her fill of flesh.

     Also worth mentioning is the refreshingly frantic tempo of “Brackish” with its rapid fire intro, and the harsh, raw delivery of “Trippin’.”  Both these and other clawing cuts will pounce ferociously on your eardrums.  Kittie is no purring kitten to toy with when it comes to making music.
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
