Glory to God in advance! 
It does not matter what you are going through or what kind of news you receive this week, please do not call things the way the world, the enemy or your flesh wants you to call them.  Call them the way God’s way: He calls things that are not as though they were.  I assure you in this battle with your finances, children, health, relationships, work issues, personal issues when you bring them to God, He will give you the ability to change the negative to positive and not the enemy but God will have the last word.
