KEVIN BATES $2,000 FIVE MILE POINT SPEEDWAY MODIFIED POINT SEASON OPERNING 30.

BINGHAMTON, NY…On Saturday Five Mile Point Speedway hosted the Modified point race opener with a 30 lapper paying $2,000.  Kevin Bates took advantage of an outside front row starting position and powered to the victory.

Bates out paced Glenn Knapp to the lead at the drop of the green of the Modified feature and would never look back.  While out front Bates would consistently turn laps with two tenths of the speedway track record as he utilized the outside of the speedway on the racy quarter mile.

Although Bates was dominant the race itself was outstanding as only one caution would slow the pace for Tyler Siri after blowing a motor and coming to a stop on the homestretch.  Sophmore Modified driver P.J. Goodwin showed he will be a contender this season in the Modified division.  Last speedway Goodwin and Anthony Perrego led the rookie ranks by recording feature wins in the division.  Goodwin raced to the second position on lap 6 after starting back in sixth place.  He too used the extreme outside of the speedway to advance.  Back to back defending Track Champion Mike Colsten started 12th and was on the move early but his progress was stalled with the three and four wide racing that was taking place among the top 10.

Barry White made his 2015 debut and looked strong.  White pulled in to the third spot on lap 3 as he made his way around Knapp.  Jeff Crambo followed suite by getting around Knapp on lap 16 for fourth place.  The long green flag runs allowed Bates to pull well ahead as the great battles continued throughout the field.  

At the stripe it would be Bates followed by Goodwin, White and late race chargers Chris Wood and Shaun Walker.  Walker advanced from 11th to record the top five finish.  Positions six through ten were filled by Crambo, Colsten, Knapp, Joel Batzel and Justin Holland.  
Randy Fox went two for two in point races in the Five Mile Point Speedway Street Stock division.  Defending Sportsman Champion Brian White collected his first win in the 20 lap companion Sportsman feature.  Gregg Turner was the top finishing Crate Sportsman. In IMCA Modified action Jake Maynard made his first start of 2015 count as recorded the victory in the 20 lapper.
