have the HANDICAP DECAL. Please hold your children’s hand 
firmly when entering and leaving the school. Do not release 
their hands until you are either inside the school building 
with the front door closed or while leaving, your children 
are inside your vehicle in their car seats. Many times on a 
daily basis, automobiles going to and from the Dog Park, 
cross our parking area at high speeds. We consistently 
address this matter, but cannot prevent it from taking 

place 100% of the times. Therefore, please use preventive 
measures for the safety of us all….especially for our 

children!

Do not leave your handbags and personal valuables in the car.

If your child is in diapers/pull ups and not fully potty
trained, you need to please bring a regular sized pack of 

baby wipes weekly. Kindly leave them at the front desk, so 
we may credit you accordingly.

class, please give the baby wipes to an Infant Staff 
member on Mondays.

Please do not use your cell phone during the few minutes 
of drop off/pick up while at the school. Your child spends 
the majority of the day here and it would be nice to give 
them your undivided attention during your good byes and 

salutations.

This is a UNIFORMED ACADEMY. Your child is to come to 
school daily in their uniform.

If you need to speak with your child’s teacher, we will gladly 
schedule a PARENT-TEACHER meeting at your convenience.

Tuition payments are due Monday mornings for the week that 
is commencing. Tuition payments not received by Tuesdays, 

will be assessed a ($25.00) late fee.



During drop off/pick up times, please do 
not prolong staying and playing in the 

lobby with your kids,…. Especially if your 
vehicle is parked in one of our limited 

parking spaces. Please try to make the 
drop off/pick up process be as prompt as 

possible. As such, we can allow other 
parents to park in one of the spaces in 

front of the school and be considerate to 
one another during this hectic time of the 

day.

Please make certain you sign in and sign out… legibly with 
accurate time of arrival and/or pick up. This is mandated and 

required by ELC AND DCF. They do monitor and make 
unannounced inspection visits making certain we are in 

compliance.



If your child was sick/visited a UC and /or was taken to 
ER, while not at school, it is imperative you let us know. 

This allows your child to be observed and care for 
safely and appropriately. If your child was prescribed 
medication/antibiotics, they need to be home under 

your supervision at a minimum of (48) hours prior to 
returning to school. A RETURN TO SCHOOL doctor’s 

note is required for their return.

ANNUAL REGISTRATION fees for the coming school 
year are due in full ON OR BEFORE AUGUST 1ST, 2017.
If you are not certain of your total….please…Speak 

at the front desk for the amount due. Full time 
students are ($250.00) for the year….VPK 

STUDENTS (wrap around) ($200.00) ….SCHOOL AGE 
AFTER SCHOOL STUDENTS are ($100.00).
