The  reader wonders if the little vessel will ever find a safe harbor from the great tempest.  The  storm - tossed soul of Job did at last find a restful harb or, the harbor of  TRUST .  When we  are tossed about by the waves of sorrow and hurt, we may search for many shelters -- a  good explanation, relief from the circumstances, or emotional comfort -- but until we turn  our frail vessel toward the harbor of  trust in God , we will find no lasting peace.     The book of Job is considered to be the oldest book in the Bible. It was probably written  before Israel became a nation since no reference is made in the narrative to the law, the  tabernacle or the temple.  Some scholars  believe that Moses wrote this book; others feel it  is best to say the author is unknown.  Job is one of the five poetical books, which also  include Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, and Song of Solomon.     The man Job is mentioned in two other books of the Bible, and both accounts pay a high  tribute to his life and ministry.  The first account is found in Ezekiel 14.  The prophet  Ezekiel had warned of the impending judgment of Israel, for the Lord was angry with His  nation and had determined to judge it regard less of any pleas from the people.     1. INTRODUCTION







A. The Book







Lamentations is a poem written by Jeremiah the prophet on the occasion of the fall of Jerusalem to Nebuchadnezzar’s armies, around 587 B.C.







The form and meter are of a funeral dirge--the deceased being Jerusalem herself.  Although most chapter and verse divisions of the Bible were added for convenience centuries after the writing of the texts the chapters in Lamentations divide five separate poetic stanzas, while each verse is a line of poetry.







The verses of all but the last stanza are alphabetically arranged that is, verse one begins with the first letter of the Hebrew alphabet, aleph, verse two begins with the second letter, beth, and so on through verse 22, which begins with the last letters, tau, In Chapter Three, the alphabetical sequence occurs in groups of three, with the initial three verses all beginning with aleph, and so on.  Possibly one reason for this poetical form, which also appears in Psalm 119 and Proverbs 31:10-31, is that it gives the effect of covering a theme: when a poet has said everything from aleph to tau (a to z) , he has said all that can be said on a topic.







B.  The Theme







The people of Judah and Jerusalem had lived for years in careless disregard for God, throwing Him the crumbs of their ritual sacrifices while committing the most heinous crimes outside the temple doors.  Judgment, when it fell, was well deserved and in fact from the standpoint of our human reasoning long overdue.







Yet the pain and suffering of the people were not any less for being brought on by themselves.  When we read histories in the Bible concerning men and nations whose rise and fall results from their degree of obedience to God, we are apt to gloss over the terrible human agony produced by sin and its consequences.  Through the eyes and heart of Jeremiah, perhaps the most responsive of the prophets to the feelings of men, we experience in Lamentations the fall of Jerusalem:   the "perfection of beauty" brought so        low that starving mothers were eating their own children.







When Jeremiah predicted Jerusalem's fall, he wished that his "head were waters, and mine eyes a fountain of tears, that I might weep day and night for the slain of the daughter of my people!” (Jer. 9:1)  Now that foresight had become sight, his agony knew no bounds.         He bewailed Jerusalem's fallen structures, his dead countrymen, the desperate want, his        disgraced king.







But though Jerusalem was apparently dead, Jerusalem's God still lived.  Lamentations is a poem of terrible paint yet in it was also encouragement that God, whose mercy had been proven by the fact that He had not consumed His people utterly, would one day return and restore them.

Verse 22 states the logical conclusion to be drawn from the circumstances outlined in this stanza.  If the people of the eternal, all powerful God were suffering to this degree, God must have turned against them.   The last verse, however, does not mean that Jeremiah had given way to despair.







In the face of intense grief, it is often a struggle to keep our eyes steadily on the faithfulness of God, and it was a struggle for Jeremiah. Such a sensitive man could not help but be overwhelmed by the destruction and misery surrounding him.  But the lessons of Jeremiah's past taught him to trust the truth of God's Word regardless of outward appearance. He had spent most of his lifetime preaching that Jerusalem would soon be heaps and ruins, when all he saw for much of that time was glittering prosperity. Now amid death and chaos, he could look to God's promises of deliverance and restoration.







There are parts of Lamentations that rise to great faith. These passages are like unchanging rocks arising from a turbulent ocean of grief.  As the ocean recedes, and the tragedy of the present becomes part of the past, these rocks of faith remain, tested but unaffected by the storms, Jeremiah was not to see Israel restored during his lifetime, but he died in faith.   “The Lord is my portion, saith my soul; therefore will I hope in Him.”

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THE BOOK OF JOB







Reading the book of Job is like watching a small ship enter a violent storm at sea.  The reader wonders if the little vessel will ever find a safe harbor from the great tempest.  The storm-tossed soul of Job did at last find a restful harbor, the harbor of TRUST.  When we are tossed about by the waves of sorrow and hurt, we may search for many shelters--a good explanation, relief from the circumstances, or emotional comfort--but until we turn our frail vessel toward the harbor of trust in God, we will find no lasting peace.







The book of Job is considered to be the oldest book in the Bible. It was probably written before Israel became a nation since no reference is made in the narrative to the law, the tabernacle or the temple.  Some scholars believe that Moses wrote this book; others feel it is best to say the author is unknown.  Job is one of the five poetical books, which also include Psalms, Proverbs, Ecclesiastes, and Song of Solomon.







The man Job is mentioned in two other books of the Bible, and both accounts pay a high tribute to his life and ministry.  The first account is found in Ezekiel 14.  The prophet Ezekiel had warned of the impending judgment of Israel, for the Lord was angry with His nation and had determined to judge it regardless of any pleas from the people.

One of the main designs of the book of Job is to vindicate the ways of God with men. God is just and what He does is  always and ever right.  One of the most common accusations from man's carnal heart is that God's ways with men are unwise and improper.  However, much to the contrary, God's dealings with men are never wrong.  They are always true.  If we fail to grasp this momentous and signal truth, we will have failed to discover the richest spiritual treasure in the book of Job.

The word "perfect" in the Hebrew language does not indicate absolute sinlessness but rather wholeheartedness.  Job had a single mind toward knowing and pleasing God. Job is also described as upright and honorable in his relationships with other people. Our relationships with men are influenced by and inseparably linked to our relationship with God.  To eschew evil is to turn away from it at every opportunity.







Verses 2 through 5 tell us something else about Job's character--he could be trusted with riches.  The test of prosperity can be as difficult as the test of adversity.

Job's action in verse 5 reveals three important things: he recognized the power of sin, he had spiritual concern for his children, and he was regular in his worship.







Verses 6 through 12 and the first seven verses of Chapter 2 provide one of the most informative pictures in all of God's Word about the workings of Satan against God's people.  These verses also furnish a clear view of God's omnipotence and control over all circumstances.  Throughout this study the roots of our faith should sink ever deeper into the ground of trust as we become increasingly assured of serving a God "who worketh    all things after the counsel of His own will" (Ephesians 1:11).



Verse 6 transports us to the celestial courts of heaven.  God is surrounded by angelic beings (sons of God) who serve as messengers in His work (Hebrews 1:13, 14).  Among them appears one who is called Satan, a title that means "the accuser." Although Satan's character is not described, we immediately see that he is in direct opposition to both God    and man.  His position of accuser is one of searching out evil in mankind and drawing attention to it.

At one time Job had felt the blessing of God's hedge of protection about him.  Job had yet to discover that God's hedge of adversity was also based upon His love and care.







In verse 26 Job expressed bewilderment about his dilemma.  The word "safety" actually means ease.  Job was stating that because he was a diligent and industrious man, it was unjust that trouble came.  This verse is like one drop of water from a vast sea of confused thinking that we must wade through with Job and his three friends.  These men engage in        a rambling debate focused on finding the answer to the question, "Why is Job suffering?" Their desire to produce a solution leads them through a maze of mixed ideas and half-truths.







JOB  CHAPTER 4 - READ THE CHAPTER FIRST







Eliphaz was the first of Job's three friends to speak.  He is thought to be the elder of the three and so was repeatedly accorded the honor of opening in counsel (Chapters 4, 15 and 22).  Regardless of this distinction, however, his spiritual philosophy was quite distorted.  The guidance Eliphaz offered was founded on the assumption that God automatically and impersonally rewards all righteousness with blessing and all wickedness with affliction.







The one general characteristic that distinguished Eliphaz from Bildad and Zophar was his tendency to affirm his religious convictions in terms of personal experience.  For example, Eliphaz told of a supposed special illumination (4:12-21) and based much of his argument on that experience.  The recurrence of the words, "I have seen" in his speeches (4:8, 5:3, 15:17) also reveals excessive dependency on his own experience.  







In like manner, it is remarkable how often people are quick to offer their personal experience in answer to another's trouble.  Although their testimony may be interesting and comforting, human observation can never be substituted for divine revelation.  The real answer for the soul in affliction is the truth of God's Word.  As Christ stated, "Ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free" (John 8:32).







Eliphaz began his discourse by commending Job for his good works among men, but his commendation was just the front door leading to a houseful of unwise exhortation and instruction.

The opening speech of Eliphaz was laden with the same erroneous thinking that dominated the speeches of all Job's friends.  The constant heresy manifest both in the present Christian Age as well as in Old Testament history is that man's relationship to God is established by his works; good works will receive reward from God and bad works will result in adversity.  In other words, whatever a man does determines his acceptability or unacceptability with God.  No other misunderstanding of God is so common to all men as this.  The book of Job not only disproves the fallacy of a God whose actions are dictated by the works of men, but also offers the true portrayal of a God whose actions are inspired by His compassion and concern for men.

In the last two verses, Bildad argued that if Job would repent and return to the Lord, then God would restore him. Bildad proved to be even more abrupt and harsh than Eliphaz.  He had done nothing more than elaborate on the prevailing falsehood that Job was being punished for some hidden iniquity in his life.







Job's friends bring to light a twofold misconception concerning suffering that is common to all men.  Firstly, man tends to see affliction as divine punishment for something done wrong.  In order to serve God properly, deeply ingrained thinking about guilt and punishment must be laid aside.  We must accept adversity as chastening from a loving God rather than as punishment from a severe judge.  Secondly, man tends to think that affliction always indicates that he has done something wrong. While the Lord will allow adversity to change man's erring ways, there are other reasons for affliction.  Many times the Lord will allow suffering as a measure of prevention, as a means of refining, or so that a glorifying testimony can be built.







JOB  CHAPTERS 9 AND 10 - READ THE CHAPTERS FIRST







In these two chapters Job seemed to reach his lowest point of sorrow and confusion.  He began by acknowledging the truth of what his friends had said--man cannot justify himself before God. For a brief moment Job regarded the hope of eternity, but the last few verses of the chapter reveal his conclusion--God "destroyest the hope of man." We must not be too harsh on Job for his doubt about what is to us a basic and cardinal truth.  Job had only limited resources whereby he could know and understand truth.  We have behind us 6,000 years of the history of God's dealings with man.  We have also His written Word and        the indwelling of the Holy Spirit to "guide into all truth" (John 16:13). Therefore, Job's doubts may be viewed with a more tolerant attitude, whereas our doubts concerning the ways of God are all the more inexcusable in light of Job's testimony.

Job had contended on more than one occasion that God would not answer him.  However, Elihu affirmed that God does speak, but that many times man will not hear (33:14).

Elihu also pointed out that God may speak to men through pain and suffering (33:19-28).  His point of emphasis was that through divine grace God allows suffering for the benefit of the individual.  Elihu explained that suffering is used by God both to teach man how to keep his soul from evil (v. 18) and to correct man of his sinful and perverted ways (v. 27). In this point, Elihu clearly departed from the teaching of Eliphaz, Bildad and Zophar: suffering is not always the direct result of sin.



The three friends saw an impersonal God who automatically metes out affliction in response to man's sin, whereas the teaching of Elihu presented a benevolent Redeemer who carefully guides man's steps.  The three saw a Judge pronouncing sentence on sinful man, while Elihu saw a Shepherd goading both the submissive as well as the wayward sheep.  Although Elihu’s argument did not contain the full measure of truth that Job    needed, his words were undoubtedly very refreshing to Job's accused soul.

In verses 16-24 Elihu exhorted Job for his challenging replies to God.  Beginning in Chapter 36:25 and throughout Chapter 37, Elihu presented a picture of the majesty and greatness of God in order to provide a striking contrast to Job's foolish words.







Had the speeches of Elihu been thoroughly enlightening, there would be no need for the remaining chapters of this book when finally Wisdom itself speaks.  One of life's most difficult lessons to learn is the insufficiency of human wisdom and human reasoning.  In spite of all man's technological achievements and scientific discoveries, the fact remains    that human wisdom is inadequate to solve many of the mysteries of life.



This fact is clearly exhibited in the book of Job.  Eliphaz, Bildad, Zophar, Elihu, and Job all made impassioned attempts at solving the mystery of suffering.   Human wisdom failed. On an even deeper level any attempt to explain  the works and motives of God must fail, for God's Word declares, "...how  unsearchable are His judgments, and His ways past    finding out!" (Romans  11:33)







JOB  CHAPTER 38 - READ THE CHAPTER FIRST







At long last came the Voice that Job, his friends, and all of us so desperately need.  The grandest and most sublime feature of God's entire discourse was His refusal to address any of the issues that were discussed in 36 chapters of dialogue.  The Lord spoke not one word about Job's problem, nor about any of the debate that had raged, nor about the        issue of suffering.  When God spoke, His subject was Himself.  When God instructs men He deals not with intellect but with relationship.  Job did not need an answer for his question, for then his involvement with God would forever have consisted of the need for yet another answer to yet another dilemma.  Job needed a renewed revelation of a relationship with his God.  Relationship will always transcend and thus displace all        questions.

The approval and commendation of Job's words by the Lord may seem surprising.  We cannot help but recall Job's seemingly foolish words when he spoke of his longing for death (Chapters 3, 7, 10).  We also recall his apparent accusations toward God for the undeserved and harsh treatment (16:11 - 17:15, 19:6-21).  Some commentators even focus upon the indecency of Job's words.  The important fact, however, is that God does       not focus on words.  God looks on the human heart (I Samuel 16:7).  Every motive and intent is naked to His eye (Hebrews 4:12, 13).  Beneath the despair and outcries, God saw Job's sincerity and desire to please Him.  Job's spoken words were not so loud in the ear of the Lord as were his unspoken words of patience and commitment.  This testimony of Job is confirmed in the New Testament by the Holy Spirit, Who calls attention to the "patience of Job." The Lord honored the direction and the commitment of Job's life.

CONCLUSION







The book of Job has taught that the solution to the problem of suffering cannot be found with the head, but must be found in the heart.  When the Creator of the oceans and the Master of the waves finally spoke to Job, He had no words of explanation about the storm, but rather glorified His own might and power.  Thus, we learn that the spiritual and    mental storms accompanying affliction can only be mastered as we veer toward a deeper relationship of trust with God.  The point is that man must trust his Creator.  Trust in God is the calm harbor that will provide security in the midst of every storm.



Job's cry for the Daysman (9:33) has now been fulfilled.  Perhaps our afflictions have become a little easier to bear because when Jesus came and walked among us, He also suffered.  As He hung upon the cross at the peak of the storm with the winds of hate and tragedy blowing all around, Christ Himself sailed into the safe harbor of trust in God with    the final words, "Father, into thy hands I commend my spirit" (Luke 23:46).

Perhaps the most winsome quality in David's life was his submissive and trusting spirit towards God.  In the presence of family and towns people, David had been anointed by Samuel the prophet. The beauty of David's soul is that he was still willing to merely play music for Saul and continue tending sheep for the family (I Samuel 17:15). Although Saul’s actions were unjust, the Lord had not removed him from office.  In the natural, David had every right to come against Saul, but GOD IS LAWS SUPERSEDE THE RIGHTS OF MEN.


A second important lesson which can be learned from David in this instance is to LET GOD DO IT. Jerusalem was a very strong fortress which the Jebusites apparently thought was impregnable; for they ridiculed David's attempt to take the city by saying their blind and lame were powerful enough to withstand an Israelite attack.  Such insult spurred David on, and it seems his men entered and took the city by way of a subterranean passage or watershaft (verse 8).
