Weekly Devotional 7-31-2011 Thus says the LORD
All of us experience loss it is a fact of life. The moment we are born we are dying. As we grow we realize there are so many losses that accompany our years of development. These can also be looked at as growth and not loss. We grow from infancy into childhood, from childhood into adolescence, from adolescence into young adulthood, from there to adulthood and from there into senior adulthood where so many really revert back into infancy where they need the twenty-four hour a day care of an infant. Our dependency on each other tracks throughout the changes of our lives. But what about our dependency on God do we sincerely focus on our need for Him in our lives, in our country? I have said it before we are so dependent on ourselves we forget about our interdependency with God. Look at the parable given by Jesus:
There is a crucial fault in the man of Jesus’ parable it is his own dependency on his self to provide. It was not so much in what he did but what he was not doing. To cultivate his fields and to make ready to store his crops was in itself a natural thing to do. Without this kind of action the people would go hungry. But in his case, what was it chiefly for? It seems, to feed his pride of large possessions, to give him such surplus that for the rest of time he could indulge himself. What he did not do was to say, “this is what is happening to the things, but what is happening to me?” If he had stopped to ask that, he would have seen that though his material wealth was increasing, he was shriveling. In his obsession of getting more he lost all meaning of life and others.
King Saul did not listen to God and gets medium to summon Samuel who says God give victory to Philistines (28:19). Philistines win and Saul is killed. Nebuchadnezzar never dreamed that the glory and majesty he looked upon was about to disappear. Alexander the Great when he conquered the kingdoms of Asia did not know that in a few months he would be dead. Augustus had no conception that before long the barbarians would be at the gates; Augustus's goal was to reestablish the republic after years of civil war, to demobilize the army, and to meet the threat of the barbarians. More recently in this century Winston Churchill declared that, “ I did not become the king’s minister in order to preside over the dissolutionment of the British Empire,” which is exactly what happened. 
Look at what is going on in our world today. Think about the United States and the mighty empire that has been built by man’s hands but only because of the blessing of God. OH, but the rulers and powers at be are taking God out of everything. It would not be wrong, it would be historically correct if we fall into destruction because of the way this country is being run. We are not relying on our interdependency with God, men are relying on themselves and what they think is politically correct. It is not right in God’s eyes to be politically correct! I close this devotional with these words from God:
In Zechariah the LORD said, “This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel: ‘Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ says the Lord of hosts. (Zechariah 4:6) You see it is only when we are listening and attentive to the Spirit of God that we are doing the right thing. When facing a battle turn to the words of “Thus says the LORD” then and only then will you be correct!
