July is membership month. Now is the time to pay your annual membership dues. Dues are $25.00 for retirees & $5.00 for associate dues (people who are still working). 

Remember, we have always been known as the “red-headed stepchildren” of government employees. We are not always treated the same as other retirees that receive federal benefits. Your membership helps support efforts to work towards COLAs without delay, continuation of health insurance, amend the IRS code to allow us to pay health insurance premiums on pre-tax basis, and continuation of Medicare in the manner now authorized. 

RASCOE is working on legislation to repeal the Government Pension Offset (GPO) & the Windfall Elimination Provisions (WEP) of the Social Security (SS) Law. House Bill HR 973 was introduced in March & repeals both the GPO & the WEP. This bill has both Democrat & Republican sponsors. You can go on the website Congress.Gov & find the SS Fairness Act of 2015, HR 973 to see if your House Member is a sponsor. If they are not, please make an effort to contact them & ask them to cosponsor this bill. 

Also, contacts have been made with DAFO to get RASCOE into handbook 22-PM so it can be recognized as the representative organization of retirees. This will enable us to get information from FSA on recent retirees.
During the next open season, look for the new Self Plus One option in the Federal Employment Health Program. All employees & retirees will be able to sign up. The rates have not been announced, but OPM stated that the costs for the new option must be no more than those for a family option. OPM expects the Self Plus One rates to be lower than Self & Family rates. Dates for Open Season this year are Nov 9th – Dec 14th. 
With your support we can continue RASCOE’s work.
