2. No rider is to have their phone on them while mounted. If you are seen with your phone on 

you while mounted you will be eliminated for the day. 
3. All events will be run as per rule in 2019 PCQ RULE BOOK unless otherwise stated. 
4. Riders must be a current riding member of PCQ 
5. One horse per rider, One rider per horse 
6. All riders must be in full Formal Pony Club uniform & must be a financial riding member of 

that club. 
7. Riders are to remain with their group at all times. 
8. Electronic timers will be used. In the event of a tie, a run off for that position will determine 

the placing. 
9. Inappropriate language, excessive striking of the horse, abuse or disrespect of the judge will 

result in disqualification from the event or for the rest of the day, if considered appropriate 
by the Chief Steward – Justin Rosenberg 

10. All Riders must not leave the grounds until after presentation unless permission given from 
the Chief Steward.  

11. Horses must be ridden at a walk at all times when not competing. This includes the car park 
areas. 

12. Spectators shall not be allowed in the competition area. 
13. No dogs allowed in competition areas and must be kept on a lead at all times 
14. First Aid in attendance 
15. DISPUTES: All complaints should be made to the Chief Steward. Disputes committee will 

adjudicate accordingly. The complaint must be lodged in writing within 30 minutes & be 
accompanied by a fee of $50.
