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· Liability waiver must be signed prior to first time using pool and dock

· Children must be supervised at all times and may not get in the pool.

· The pool is only 4-feet deep.  Human feet must be able to touch the bottom of the pool.  Humans are not allowed to jump or dive off of the dock.  Enter pool from ramp or ladder.

· All dogs must be on the leash when not on the dock unless waived by the instructor.  There is a small fenced play area for off-leash exercise as long as your dog does not jump or climb fences. 

· No pinch, choke or electronic collars allowed on the dock.  No retractable leashes.  Flat collars, harnesses and flotation devices are allowed. Metal collars are okay for control when you are not on the dock.

· No harsh corrections, throwing or forcing dogs into pool.  If you are patient and take the time to introduce the dog to water and the dock properly, you can have a dog that loves to swim and jump. 

· Toys thrown into the pool must float, cannot be edible and may not be a living or dead animal. 

· Feel free to use life jackets and toys provided by Harvard's K-9 Center, but please share with others and put all toys away after use.  A net on a pole will be at the dock to get toys out of the pool.

· No glass containers around dock and pool.

· No foul language, please.

· There are 3 gates to enter and exit the pool area.  Please make sure all gates are closed and latched before you unleash your dog.  Pay attention to how they are latched if you are not familiar with farm gates.

· If dogs are dirty or have recently been in a pond/lake etc., please hose dog off before entering pool.  Rinse feet if needed (dog and human).  Water in the hose may be extremely hot if hose or part of hose is in the sun.  Release all the water out of the hose until cool water is coming out.  Please do this in a grassy area (don't make mud).

· We highly recommend you rinse the chlorine off of your dog before you leave.  Some dogs have sensitive skin and it can be an irritant. 

· If you hear thunder, you need to immediately leave the dock with your dog and go your car. 

· Please pick up after your dog.  The is a poop bucket and scooper by the small play area and one on the large field next to the pool.

· If you make an rental appointment and cannot make it, please call to let us know.  We may be able to fill your time with another rental.

· You are responsible for your dogs behavior.  If your dog is reactive, you are responsible for letting others know and keeping your dog a safe distance from other dogs.  Crates are provided on the dock or you can bring your own.  If there is an incident with your dog, you may be banned from Harvard's K-9 Center.  So please pay attention to your dog at all times.
· Fetch-it device can only be used with instructor present.  It cannot be used during dock rental without the instructor.

· People new to our facility or to swimming and dock jumping, must be cleared by instructor before renting the dock.  This can be done by a private or a group lesson. 

· FOLLOW CDC GUIDELINES FOR COVID-19 SAFETY - Please keep a minimum of 6 feet from others.  Bring your own personal protection gear, hand sanitizer and chairs.

Group Class Rules

· To maximize pool time come to class on time.  Do not come up on the dock until the previous class has finished.

· Have your dog ready prior to their turn.  This mean walked, life jacket on and toys/treats in hand.  We recommend you walk them in between jumps or swimming.  This type of activity can make them have to potty more frequently.

· Sign in at every class.  There will be a sign-in sheet on the dock.

· Everyone is welcome to stay under the pavilion between turns, but please keep you dog leashed and separated from the other dogs.  Crates are available on the dock.  If your dog is noisy or disruptive and disturbing other dogs that are jumping, please move them away from the dock until it is your turn.

· You are welcome to bring friends and family to watch, but please be considerate of the other students and dogs.  Children need to be under control at all times.

· Because we have several people on a waiting list, we are requiring everyone to pay the full 6 classes even if you know in advance that you are going to miss a class.  If you let us know in advance that you are going to miss a class, we will try to fill it.  If we do, you will get a credit for the next series of classes.  Last year, we filled almost all available spots from the fill-in list.  If you are unable to come to the 6-week course, you can get on our fill-in list and come when there is an opening.  Harvard's K-9 Center Air Dog Club members will have priority on class time slots and will be called first for fill-in slots. (see link on website for club info)

· If we have a last minute cancellation and we have to fill it quickly, we will take the first person who gets back with us.  We may call multiple people and whoever calls back first will get the spot.  If we have several days notice on an available spot, we will give you a reasonable amount of time to get back with us.  We ask that you let us know either way on whether you want the spot.

· Please leave the dock how you found it (toys out of pool, gates closed, messes picked up etc.)  I you see anything we need to address please let the office know (wasp nests, fire ants, ramp, dock or equipment repairs etc.)

· Most important have fun with you dog!
