Exhibition of Shetland Ponies” in conjunction with the RAS Equestrian Rules. Shetland Ponies must be
Purebred and registered with the NZSPBS, or in the case of foals, must have a current “Foal Name Pre-
approval Certificate” issued by the NZSPBS to confirm eligibility for registration at the time of close of
entries for the show. Stud Book number to be stated on entry form. Shetland Ponies are to be shown in
natural coat and full feather.

Class 2) Best Presented Pony & Handler, 3 years and under #
Class 3) Best Paced Pony, 4 years and over *

Class 4) Best Paced Pony, 3 years and under *

Class 5) Best Mannered Pony, 4 years and over *

Class 6) Best Mannered Pony, 3 years and under *

Class 7) Stallion, 4 years and over *
Class 8) Mare, 4 years and over
Class 9) Gelding, 4 years and over

Judged from winners of classes 7, 8 & 9, second place getters to stand by

Class 10)  Foal - Colt, Filly or Gelding »

Class 11)  Yearling - Colt, Filly or Gelding »

Class 13) Three year old - Colt, Filly or Gelding

# Best Presented, Best Paced and Best Mannered classes may be combined into one “any age”
class if insufficient entries.

Stallion class may be removed by Shows that exclude Stallion entries across all horse/pony
sections.

A Foal and Yearling classes may be combined into one “Foal & Yearling” class if insufficient entries.
