 Skin Cancer is the fastest growing cancer in North America

 Due to the decrease in the protective ozone layer over North American, the UVB radiation is

    increasing 5% per decade. Sun damaged cells can initiate precancerous changes in the cells.

There are several types of skin cancer, but three are most common

1. Basal cell carcinoma – highly curable if treated early
2. Squamous cell carcinoma – highly curable if treated early
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Malignant melanoma – which is far more serious because it often travels in the blood and lymph system
Statistics show that … 

· 1 in 7 people have skin cancer in their lifetime
· 1 in 100 get melanoma
Suggested Tips:
