Updated Health and Safety Procedures
His Kids Summer Fun Camp
June 1, 2021
Due to the current COVID-19 Public Health Emergency we have updated some of our Health and Safety procedures for Summer Fun Camp 2021.  These procedures were updated using the CDC guidelines, PA Department of Education guidelines, and PA Department of Health guidelines.
Everyone that is inside our school building is required to wear a cloth face mask at all times.  During our snack and lunch time, the campers will take off their mask.  We will make every effort to be outside during snack and lunch times.  The campers will be given mask breaks when needed while inside.  

Please send your child in to camp wearing: 

· Swimsuit and water shoes.  

· A cover-up if they choose.  

· A face mask. (we will be wearing our masks while inside)

Please send a tote bag with your child. No backpacks please. We will be changing into dry clothes after water play. Please include:

· A full set of play clothes and sneakers. 

· Please make sure to include, underwear, shorts, shirt, socks, sneakers, etc.  

· One large beach towel.  

· At least 2 extra masks in your child’s tote bag, in case they get dirty.

· A plastic bag that can hold your child’s wet clothes.  

· Lunch bag.

· Refillable water bottle.

· NOTHING ELSE PLEASE:  Every item that goes back and forth between camp and home has the possibility of transporting germs.  To limit the transport, please make sure that your child brings only essential items to camp each day.  No toys, stuffed animals, or unnecessary items of clothing are allowed.

· EVERYTHING MUST BE LABELED WITH YOUR CHILD’S NAME.  

Grouping at Camp:

Our campers will be grouped in “Camp Pods”.  These pods are the same idea as a “Germ Pod”. This is to help keep our students healthy while at camp.
Screening Procedures for all children:

· A Google Form will be emailed every morning to the parents.  The form will be filled out and submitted by the parent, for each child, prior to the child arriving at school. 

· The form will include items below:
· Morning temperature check at home.

· When you take your child’s temperature before camp, you need to ensure that it is below 100.4 degrees.  If it is above 100.4 degrees, your child will not be admitted for the day.  
· If your child has experienced any of the following symptoms in the past 72 hours: 

1. Fever of 100.4 degrees Fahrenheit or higher.

2. Dry cough.

3. Shortness of breath.

4. Chills.

5. Loss of taste or smell.

6. Sore throat.

7. Muscle aches.
8. Have you or your child been exposed to anyone with COVID-19 or is being tested for COVID-19?
· If the answers to your questions do not meet our health and safety criteria, your child will not be admitted for the day.  Please understand that all of this is to ensure the safety for all of the children in our program.  
· A teacher will lead your child into the building to start their day of fun!  Parents will not be allowed to enter the building due to the risk of possible exposure to our students.

· Doors will be locked after all classes have been admitted. Families arriving after the doors have been locked will need to use the doorbell at the His Kids Main Entrance (double red doors) for admittance.

POLICY REGARDING EXPOSURE TO COVID-19:

· If you or someone in your household has been exposed to COVID-19:
· Starting from the date of exposure, you must wait 5 days to have a COVID-19 test.

· Your household will need to be in quarantine starting with the day of exposure for 10 days.

· If your test comes back negative, we still ask that your household continue your quarantine for the 10 day period.

· If someone else in your house comes down with symptoms of COVID-19, the 10 day quarantine restarts.
Health and Illness Procedures:

· If your child exhibits any of the above symptoms (or any other illness symptoms) while at camp, they will immediately be isolated from the other children and you will be called to take them home.

· Your child must be picked up within an hour of the phone call and must remain at home for 48 hours regardless of circumstance.

· You will need to keep us updated on the health of your child.

· Please note that the Health Department will not let us attempt to distinguish whether the symptoms are caused by COVID-19 or another cause such as allergies or a common cold.  Any one of these symptoms prevents a child from attending camp until they have been symptom free (without medication) for 48 hours.  
· If a child is sent home due to the above symptoms: 

· We will notify the other families in the camp pod that a child was sent home with symptoms.  

· If the child is diagnosed with COVID-19, we will notify the other families in their camp pod as soon as possible.  And then the whole pod will have to self-quarantine at home for 14 days.  
· After the 14 days, the pod can resume their normal schedule.

· Cleaning and disinfecting of inside spaces that were affected:

· We will follow the CDC guidelines and wait 24 hours and then thoroughly clean the classroom from top to bottom.
*Please understand that we are following the CDC guidelines for health and safety.  We reserve the right to add or delete any of the symptoms or procedures listed above, if the CDC changes their guidelines.
Camp Drop-off Procedures:  

HINT:  If possible, please move your child's car seat to the left side. It is a safety concern having teachers and parents crossing in front of a vehicle.

You will receive an email every morning at 6:00 am with a symptom checklist for you to fill out and email back to the Director @ symptomcheck.hkcp@gmail.com . This needs to be done PRIOR to arriving at camp.

Camp drop-off will be from 8:45 am – 9:10 am.  Please note that we will not start any drop-offs until 8:45 SHARP.   

Drop-off Procedures can be found in the Summer Fun Camp Handbook.
REMINDER: YOUR CHILD MUST STAY BUCKLED IN THEIR CAR SEAT UNTIL YOU ARRIVE UNDER THE PORTICO.
Mrs. Lewis will come to your car and will unbuckle your child from their car seat.  

Classroom and Playground Environment:
· As always, children and teachers will be washing and sanitizing their hands on a regular schedule.  We will be encouraging the children to wash their hands according to the CDC recommendations.
· Children will need to either wash their hands or use hand sanitizer EVERY TIME they stick their fingers in noses or mouths. 

· We will choose and provide toys and manipulatives that are easy to clean and sanitize throughout the day.  

· We will limit the amount of sharing until sanitation can take place.

· We will designate a large tub in each classroom and the playground for toys that need to be cleaned and wiped after use.  We will ensure that these items are sanitized as soon as possible.

· We have implemented procedures to frequently clean all high-touch surface areas (door handles, sink/toilet handles, tables, chairs, playground equipment) with a bleach and water mixture.  This mixture will be made fresh every morning to ensure effectiveness.  
· After camp our custodian does a thorough cleaning and sanitizing of our camp areas.  
Snack Time:

· We will be providing a snack of Flavor-Ice brand popsicles every day at camp.
· The children will wash their hands thoroughly at our camping sink on the playground.  

· The students will lay their beach towels out on the playground, socially distanced from each other.    
· We will say our snack prayer.
· After snack, the children will return their water bottles to their baskets.  

· The children will go wash their hands again at the camping sink.  This will be done prior to resuming play.
Lunch Time:

· Campers will bring their own packed lunches from home.

· The children will wash their hands thoroughly inside the building in the bathrooms prior to lunch.

· The students will either eat lunch on the playground on their beach towels, or inside the Fellowship Hall at the tables.  This will be dependent on the weather.

· We will say our prayer before lunch.

· The children will wash their hands thoroughly after lunch inside the bathrooms.  This will be done prior to resuming play.  

At this time we are only allowing the staff and children in the building, except in emergency situations so that we can limit everyone’s exposure.  In the event that a parent/guardian must enter the school, you MUST wear a mask and maintain a distance of 6 feet from others (except your own family members).
