
ACCORDION ROAD BOOK

You Will Need:
6 squares of black cardstock or poster board 4” x 4” (Molly Hawkins)
20” of white artist tape, 1/2-3/4” wide
Gel pens, color pencils (Prismacolor or Ticonderoga), scratch-board paper
(Look for a variety of art materials that will show up on black paper)

Road:
• Line up squares against edge of table to make them all parallel. Paper grain up and down.
• Connect road squares using 2” tape strips, applied front and back. Leave 1/2” between squares.
• Fold accordion style, placing folds at center of tape strips.
• Decorate as desired, telling stories of travel.
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
