CLASSIFICATION: NRA classifications will be used. 
AWARDS: Bear Trophy provided by the CRPA for the champion.  CRPA will provide an award for the High Junior. All other awards will be NRA points except that of junior and collegiate competitors who may receive a plaque or medal.  There will be match and place awards for each five competitors in each class for each match. Juniors and Collegiates may accept money, not to exceed the expenses of participating in the match; you should keep a record of expenses.

Team Match: Awards will be given to the winning team and to the high team in each class.




This will be a “paper match” using the 1st target in each position. Scores will 


not be eligible to set National Records.


State Championship: The State Champion will receive the California Bear Trophy.

SPECIAL AWARDS: 


CRPA Distinguished: Certificates will be awarded to the top 10% of competitors that have not yet 

attained that title; awarded at the following ratio: min of 10 in event (state wide):1; 15-24: 2; 25-34: 

3; etc. 3 required to qualify, max of 2 may be earned per year.
SCORING/TARGET SERVICE: Competitors will hang targets; range staff will collect fired targets for scoring.
RULES: NRA Rules: Trigger; 3.2, Sights; 3.7(c), ECI; 3.21; TARGETS: A-17
CHALLENGES: NRA Rule 16.1.  Fee $2.00. Challenge time closes one hour after posting.  
JURY: A three member jury will act in lieu of a referee; their names and those of the match officials will be posted; in the case of protest(s) the decision of the named jury will be final.

CRPA TEAM SELECTION: Membership on CRPA teams selected for national competition will be determined by

order of finish in the most recent state championship aggregate in that discipline from those competitors who are both a resident of California and a current CRPA member in good standing prior to the beginning of competition. A person who accepts a position on a CRPA team agrees to abide by NRA and CRPA rules and any reasonable instructions from the team captain. Failure to comply may result in a forfeiture of funding and debarment from participation in CRPA sanctioned activities for up to five years.
