
FALSE PROPHETS (PROFITS)--CLERGY 
 Many of the charismatic churches around the globe are allowing false prophets, 
teachers and healers to perform in their sanctuaries under the guise of the Holy Spirit. 
Because they never test the spirits, they invite trouble into their midst. Those who trust 
their clergy to not allow unholy men to stand at the pulpit, get duped by Satan’s 

representatives, either knowingly, or through the mixing of spirits. Satan has a ball in 
many of these unholy churches. He manipulates these congregations like play-things with 
his secret agent demons, with the approval of the leaders. These types of churches are 
looking for “ENTERTAINMENT,” rather than TRUTH, and entertainment is what they get, 
at the cost of some of the souls of their supposedly loved congregation members. 2Cor. 
11:13-15 “For such men are false apostles, deceitful workers, disguising themselves as 
apostles of Messiah. And no wonder, for even Satan disguises himself as an angel of 
light. Therefore it is not surprising if his servants also disguise themselves as 
servants of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their deeds.”  Those 
sitting in the padded pews want to be entertained by supernatural powers, and they get 
their wish frequently. In many cases it is much easier for the paid minister to just let havoc 
take place in the demonic realm and proclaim it to be holy. Jude 4 “For certain persons 
have crept in unnoticed, those who were long beforehand marked out for this 
condemnation, unholy persons who turn the grace of our Yahveh into 
licentiousness and deny our only Master and Adonai, Messiah Yeshua” 
 I, personally have stood in some of these entertainment centers (churches), and 
witnessed familiar spirits from all kinds of witchcraft realms, knock people over, make 
them scream, make them jerk in a sickly manner, speak in demonic tongues etc., all to the 
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joy and praise of the minister and congregation in the name of a god they never identify. It 
is sad to see such madness taking place in a building supposedly dedicated to Yahveh of 
Israel. Years ago we used to go see these same type of entertainers in community 
centres and Las Vegas under the heading of hypnotists and magicians. Now the 
churches call these same characters prophets and healers. It reminds me of the days 
of Constantine, when the Roman Catholic church took the customs, holidays and rituals of 
the pagans and put Christian labels on, such as Easter, Christmas, New Years, Lent, and 
St. Valentines Day, all in the name of Christianity. From what I have seen in recent years, 
the daughters of the whore of Rev. 17:5 haven’t strayed far from the harlot of Rome, and 
her Jezebel. 
 “Many will fall away”  is spoken of in Matt. 24:10-13. This describes our church 
today. Matt. 24:10-13 “And at that time many will fall away and will deliver up one another 
and hate one another. “And many false prophets will arise, and will mislead many. 
“And because lawlessness is increased, most people’s love will grow cold. “But the 
one who endures to the end, he shall be saved.”  Here, again we see what the results of 
“lawlessness” is.  
 A common trick that few seem to pick up on is described as follows: When so-called 
prophets/healers come to spread their poison at many churches, they usually arrive early, 
and spend a lot of time talking to the pastor sponsoring the event. They ask questions 
about what’s going on in that particular church, and the pastors usually share about the 
trials and tribulations taking place in their church. The “false profit” picks their brains for 
information in the same way they do on a psychic hotline, without the leaders realizing 
what is going on. They pretend to be earnestly interested in what the Lord is supposedly 
doing in that church, but in fact they are making files on various people in the church and 
prophesying accordingly, to make the people happy. They simply feed the people what the 
people would like to hear so they rejoice and think that God has truly sent this man to 
guide them. The false prophet, in fact, is only interested in getting that satisfied person to 
put money in the plate when it is passed around. It’s sad that this con is used so freely 
among the deceived pastors of such places. It’s played out time and time again, with 
predictable results. 
 The following scriptures describe those who don’t teach the truth and the 
consequences of their actions. Most verses are self-explanatory and straight 
forward. 
1Cor. 2:15 “But he who is spiritual appraises all things, yet he himself is appraised by 
no man.” 
1Cor. 9:16 “For if I preach the gospel, I have nothing to boast of, for I am under 
compulsion; for woe is me if I do not preach the gospel.” 
1John 1:6-7 “If we say that we have fellowship with Him and {yet} walk in the 
darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth; but if we walk in the light as He Himself 
is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Yeshua His Son 
cleanses us from all sin.” 
1John 3:4 “Everyone who practices sin also practices lawlessness; and sin is 
lawlessness.”  Those who proclaim to love Yah and don’t follow His instructions/laws are 
simply sinners. 
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1John 3:8 “the one who practices sin is of the devil; for the devil has sinned from the 
beginning. The Son of Yah appeared for this purpose, that He might destroy the works of 
the devil.” Teaching lawlessness is sin, one who continually practices sin is of the devil. 
1Pet. 4:17 “For {it is} time for judgment to begin with the household of Yah; and if {it} 
{begins} with us first, what {will be} the outcome for those who do not obey the 
gospel of Yah?    
2Cor. 4:3-5 “ And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing, in 
whose case the god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelieving, that they 
might not see the light of the gospel of the glory of Messiah, who is the image of 
Yah. For we do not preach ourselves but Yeshua as Messiah, and ourselves as your 
bond-servants for Yeshua’s sake”  
2Cor. 6:14 “Do not be bound together with unbelievers; for what partnership have 
righteousness and lawlessness, or what fellowship has light with darkness?”  
Those who teach lawlessness are sinning on purpose. 
2Cor. 11:12-13 “But what I am doing, I will continue to do, that I may cut off opportunity 
from those who desire an opportunity to be regarded just as we are in the matter about 
which they are boasting. For such men are false apostles, deceitful workers, 
disguising themselves as apostles of Messiah.” 
2Pet. 2:1-3 “But false prophets also arose among the people, just as there will also 
be false teachers among you, who will secretly introduce destructive heresies, even 

denying the Master who bought them, 
bringing swift destruction upon themselves. 
And many will follow their sensuality, and 
because of them the way of the truth will be 
maligned; and in {their} greed they will 
exploit you with false words” 
2Tim. 2:15 “Be diligent to present yourself 
approved to Yah as a workman who does 
not need to be ashamed, handling 
accurately the word of truth.” 
2Tim. 2:24-26 “And Adonai’s bond-servant 
must not be quarrelsome, but be kind to all, 
able to teach, patient when wronged, with 
gentleness correcting those who are in 
opposition, if perhaps Yah may grant them 
repentance leading to the knowledge of the 
truth, and they may come to their senses 
{and escape} from the snare of the devil, 
having been held captive by him to do 
his will.”  
2Tim. 3:13 “But evil men and impostors 
will proceed {from bad} to worse, 
deceiving and being deceived.” 
2Tim. 3:16-17 “All Scripture is inspired 
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by Yah and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in 
righteousness; that the man of Yah may be adequate, equipped for every good work.”  
2Tim. 4:2 “preach the word; be ready in season {and} out of season; reprove, rebuke, 
exhort, with great patience and instruction.” 
Acts 20:29-30 “I know that after my departure savage wolves will come in among you, 
not sparing the flock; and from among your own selves men will arise, speaking perverse 
things, to draw away the disciples after them.” 
Deut. 4:2 “You shall not add to the word which I am commanding you, nor take away 
from it, that you may keep the commandments of Adonai Yahveh which I command you.” 
Eph. 5:6 “Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of these things the 
wrath of Yah comes upon the sons of disobedience.” 
Hebr. 5:12 “For though by this time you ought to be teachers, you have need again for 
someone to teach you the elementary principles of the oracles of Yah, and you 
have come to need milk and not solid food.” 
Hebr. 10:26 “For if we go on sinning willfully after receiving the knowledge of the 
truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins,” 
Hebr. 10:28 “Anyone who has set aside the Law of Moses dies without mercy on 
{the testimony of} two or three witnesses.” 
Hebr. 12:6 “FOR THOSE WHOM ADONAI LOVES HE DISCIPLINES, AND HE 
SCOURGES EVERY SON WHOM HE RECEIVES.”  
Hosea 4:6 “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Because you have 
rejected knowledge, I also will reject you from being My priest. Since you have 
forgotten the law of Yahveh, I also will forget your children.” 
Isa. 5:24 “Therefore, as a tongue of fire consumes stubble, And dry grass collapses into 
the flame, So their root will become like rot and their blossom blow away as dust; For 
they have rejected the law of Adonai of hosts, And despised the word of the Holy 
One of Israel.”  
Isa. 8:16 “Bind up the testimony, seal the law among my disciples.” 
Isa. 8:20 “To the law and to the testimony! If they do not speak according to this 
word, it is because they have no dawn.”  In this verse it means those who are disciples 
are not teaching the law of Yah : “they have no light”. We are supposed to be the light of 
the world. 
Isa. 32:3-6 “Then the eyes of those who see will not be blinded, And the ears of 
those who hear will listen. And the mind of the hasty will discern the truth, And the 
tongue of the stammerers will hasten to speak clearly. No longer will the fool be called 
noble, Or the rogue be spoken of {as} generous. For a fool speaks nonsense, And his 
heart inclines toward wickedness, To practice ungodliness and to speak error against 
Adonai, To keep the hungry person unsatisfied And to withhold drink from the 
thirsty.”  
Isa. 56:10-11 “His watchmen are blind, All of them know nothing. All of them are 
dumb dogs unable to bark, Dreamers lying down, who love to slumber; And the dogs 
are greedy, they are not satisfied. And they are shepherds who have no 
understanding; They have all turned to their own way, Each one to his unjust gain, to 
the last one.”  Here Isaiah is referring to the shepherds (those who don’t follow the word of 
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Adonai, as dogs, who are like shepherds looking after themselves only.  
Jer. 5:30-31 “An appalling and horrible thing Has happened in the land: The 
prophets prophesy falsely, And the priests rule on their {own} authority; And My 
people love it so! But what will you do at the end of it?  
Jer. 6:13 “For from the least of them even to the greatest of them, Everyone is greedy 
for gain, And from the prophet even to the priest Everyone deals falsely.” 
Jer. 7:11  “Has this house, which is called by My name, become a den of robbers in your 
sight? Behold, I, even I, have seen {it,”} declares Adonai.” 
Jer. 10:21 “For the shepherds have become stupid And have not sought Adonai; 
Therefore they have not prospered, And all their flock is scattered.” (NAS) 
Jer. 10:21  For the pastors are become brutish, and have not sought Adonai: 
therefore they shall not prosper, and all their flocks shall be scattered.” (KJV) 
Jer. 12:10-11 “Many shepherds have ruined My vineyard, They have trampled down 
My field; They have made My pleasant field A desolate wilderness. “It has been made a 
desolation, Desolate, it mourns before Me; The whole land has been made desolate, 
Because no man lays it to heart.”  
Jer. 12:10-11 “Many pastors have destroyed my vineyard, they have trodden my 
portion under foot, they have made my pleasant portion a desolate wilderness. They have 
made it desolate, and being desolate it mourneth unto me; the whole land is made 
desolate, because no man layeth it to heart.”  (KJV) 
Jer. 23:16-22 “Thus says Adonai of hosts, Do not listen to the words of the prophets who 
are prophesying to you. They are leading you into futility; They speak a vision of their 
own imagination, Not from the mouth of Adonai. “They keep saying to those who 
despise Me, Adonai has said, “You will have peace”’; And as for everyone who walks in 
the stubbornness of his own heart, They say, ‘Calamity will not come upon you.’ “But who 
has stood in the council of Adonai, That he should see and hear His word? Who has given 
heed to His word and listened? “Behold, the storm of Adonai has gone forth in wrath, 
Even a whirling tempest; It will swirl down on the head of the wicked. “The anger of 
Adonai will not turn back Until He has performed and carried out the purposes of His 
heart; In the last days you will clearly understand it. “I did not send {these} prophets, 
But they ran. I did not speak to them, But they prophesied. “But if they had stood in My 
council, Then they would have announced My words to My people, And would have 
turned them back from their evil way And from the evil of their deeds.” 
Jer. 48:10 “Cursed be the one who does ADONAI’S work negligently, And cursed be 
the one who restrains his sword from blood.” 
Jude 4 “For certain persons have crept in unnoticed, those who were long beforehand 
marked out for this condemnation, unfaithful persons who turn the grace of our Yah 
into licentiousness and deny our only Master and Lord, Yeshua Hamashiach.” 
Jude 12 “These men are those who are hidden reefs in your love feasts when they feast 
with you without fear, caring for themselves; clouds without water, carried along by 
winds; autumn trees without fruit, doubly dead, uprooted;’ 
Jude 14-15 “And about these also Enoch, {in} the seventh {generation} from Adam, 
prophesied, saying, “Behold, Adonai came with many thousands of His holy ones, to 
execute judgment upon all, and to convict all the unfaithful of all their unfaithful 
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deeds which they have done in an unfaithful way, and of all the harsh things which 
unfaithful sinners have spoken against Him.”  
John 7:17-19 “If any man is willing to do His will, he shall know of the teaching, whether 
it is of Yah, or {whether} I speak from Myself. “He who speaks from himself seeks his 
own glory; but He who is seeking the glory of the One who sent Him, He is true, and there 
is no unrighteousness in Him. “Did not Moses give you the Law, and {yet} none of you 
carries out the Law?  
Luke 12:48b “And from everyone who has been given much shall much be required; 
and to whom they entrusted much, of him they will ask all the more.”  
Mal. 2:7-9 “For the lips of a priest should preserve knowledge, and men should seek 
instruction from his mouth; for he is the messenger of Adonai of hosts. “But as for you, 
you have turned aside from the way; you have caused many to stumble by the 
instruction; you have corrupted the covenant of Levi,” says Adonai of hosts. “So I 
also have made you despised and abased before all the people, just as you are not 
keeping My ways, but are showing partiality in the instruction.” 
Matt. 3:10 “And the axe is already laid at the root of the trees; every tree therefore that 
does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire.” 
Matt. 7:2  “For in the way you judge, you will be judged; and by your standard of 
measure, it will be measured to you.”  
Matt. 12:37 “For by your words you shall be justified, and by your words you shall 
be condemned.”  
Matt. 13:13-15 “Therefore I speak to them in parables; because while seeing they do not 
see, and while hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand. “And in their case the 
prophecy of Isaiah is being fulfilled, which says, YOU WILL KEEP ON HEARING, BUT 
WILL NOT UNDERSTAND; AND YOU WILL KEEP ON SEEING, BUT WILL NOT 
PERCEIVE; FOR THE HEART OF THIS PEOPLE HAS BECOME DULL, AND WITH 
THEIR EARS THEY SCARCELY HEAR, AND THEY HAVE CLOSED THEIR EYES 
LEST THEY SHOULD SEE WITH THEIR EYES, AND HEAR WITH THEIR EARS, AND 
UNDERSTAND WITH THEIR HEART AND RETURN, AND I SHOULD HEAL THEM.” 
Prov. 9:8-9 “Do not reprove a scoffer, lest he hate you, Reprove a wise man, and he will 
love you. Give {instruction} to a wise man, and he will be still wiser, Teach a 
righteous man, and he will increase {his} learning.”  
Prov. 12:1 “Whoever loves discipline loves knowledge, But he who hates reproof is 
stupid.” 
Ps. 1:2-3 “But his delight is in the law of Adonai, And in His law he meditates day and 
night. And he will be like a tree {firmly} planted by streams of water, Which yields its fruit in 
its season, And its leaf does not wither; And in whatever he does, he prospers.”   
Rev. 3:19 ‘Those whom I love, I reprove and discipline; be zealous therefore, and 
repent.” 
Rom. 3:13-14 “THEIR THROAT IS AN OPEN GRAVE, WITH THEIR TONGUES THEY 
KEEP DECEIVING,” THE POISON OF ASPS IS UNDER THEIR LIPS”; “WHOSE 
MOUTH IS FULL OF CURSING AND BITTERNESS”;  
Rom. 6:23 “The wages of SIN is death”  Lawlessness is sin, so those who teach 
lawlessness will have a price to pay for what they have taught. 
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Titus 1:7-9 “For the overseer must be above reproach as Yah’s steward, not self-willed, 
not quick-tempered, not addicted to wine, not pugnacious, not fond of sordid gain, but 
hospitable, loving what is good, sensible, just, devout, self-controlled, holding fast the 
faithful word which is in accordance with the teaching, that he may be able both to 
exhort in sound doctrine and to refute those who contradict.” 
Titus 1:16-2:1 “They profess to know Yah, but by {their} deeds they deny {Him} , 
being detestable and disobedient, and worthless for any good deed. But as for you, 
speak the things which are fitting for sound doctrine.”   
Zech. 10:2 “For the teraphim speak iniquity, And the diviners see lying visions, And tell 
false dreams; They comfort in vain. Therefore {the people} wander like sheep, They are 
afflicted, because there is no shepherd.” 

TRUE PROPHETS OF YHVH 

 Today, few people want to hear a true prophet speak. In days of old, the job of a true 
prophet was to warn the people to get back inside the fence of the Torah. Prophets are 
not only those who boldly warn the people of the results of their actions, real prophets are 
those who teach the truth of the living word. All those who are truly Believers and 
followers of Yahveh and teach others the truth, as per the written word, are prophets.  
 In the following verse you can see what happened to prophets who dared claim they 
were holy men and not prophecy with the leading of the Spirit. Deut. 18:18-19 ‘I will raise 
up a prophet from among their countrymen like you, and I will put My words in his mouth, 
and he shall speak to them all that I command him. ‘And it shall come about that whoever 
will not listen to My words which he shall speak in My name, I Myself will require {it} of 
him.” 
 Deut. 13:1-5 “If a prophet or a dreamer of dreams arises among you and gives 
you a sign or a wonder, and the sign or the wonder comes true, concerning which 
he spoke to you, saying, ‘Let us go after other gods (whom you have not known) and let 
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us serve them,’ you shall not listen to the words of that prophet or that dreamer of 
dreams; for Adonai your Yahveh is testing you to find out if you love Adonai your Yahveh 
with all your heart and with all your soul. “You shall follow Adonai your Yahveh and fear 
Him; and you shall keep His commandments, listen to His voice, serve Him, and cling 
to Him. “But that prophet or that dreamer of dreams shall be put to death, because he has 
counselled rebellion against Adonai your Yahveh who brought you from the land of Egypt 
and redeemed you from the house of slavery, to seduce you from the way in which Adonai 
your Yahveh commanded you to walk. So you shall purge the evil from among you.”  
 Ezek. 22:25-28 “There is a conspiracy of her prophets in her midst, like a 
roaring lion tearing the prey. They have devoured lives; they have taken treasure 
and precious things; they have made many widows in the midst of her. “Her priests 
have done violence to My law and have profaned My holy things; they have made 
no distinction between the holy and the profane, and they have not taught the 
difference between the unclean and the clean; and they hide their eyes from My 
sabbaths, and I am profaned among them. “Her princes within her are like wolves 
tearing the prey, by shedding blood {and} destroying lives in order to get dishonest 
gain. “And her prophets have smeared whitewash for them, seeing false visions 
and divining lies for them, saying, ‘Thus says ADONAI GOD,’ when Adonai has not 
spoken.”  
 In Matt 24:5 Yeshua says “See to it that no one misleads you” in verse 5 he says 
“For many will come in my name, saying, I am the Messiah and will mislead many”  in 
verse 11 he says “And many false prophets will arise, and will mislead many” in 
verse 24 he says “For false Messiah’s and false prophets will arise and will show 
great signs and wonders, so as to mislead, if possible, even the elect” 
 In Eph 5:11 it says “Take no part in the worthless deeds of evil and darkness; 
instead, rebuke and expose them”  
 Ezek. 13:3 ‘Thus says ADONAI GOD, “Woe to the foolish prophets who are 
following their own spirit and have seen nothing.”  
 Ezek. 13:6 “They see falsehood and lying divination who are saying, ‘Adonai 
declares,’ when Adonai has not sent them; yet they hope for the fulfillment of {their} 
word.”  
 Balaam, in Hebrew, means “hardly a part of the congregation”. In the following 
passages Balaam (a false prophet), is used as an example of evil. Rev. 2:14 ‘But I have a 
few things against you, because you have there some who hold the teaching of Balaam, 
who kept teaching Balak to put a stumbling block before the sons of Israel, to eat things 
sacrificed to idols, and to commit {acts of} immorality.”  2Pet. 2:15 “forsaking the right way 
they have gone astray, having followed the way of Balaam, the {son} of Beor, who loved 
the wages of unrighteousness,”  Jude 11 “Woe to them! For they have gone the way of 
Cain, and for pay they have rushed headlong into the error of Balaam, and perished 
in the rebellion of Korah.”   
 There are many famous evangelists out there having big rallies and claiming 
thousands of people come to God during their performances, but how many actually get 
saved? Most of these individuals are part of an emotional event drawing on the latent 
power of the peoples soul, to get them to come forward in an attempt to bring them to the 
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throne of grace. These people are then introduced to a Jesus Christ, instead of the 
Messiah Yeshua. Many momentarily, because of a emotional high, offer themselves to 
Jesus and the next day go about living their lives as most other secular people do. They 
are not taught about repentance and forgiveness, so they make a confession not from 
their heart. They simply proclaim to be born again. These people are not warned about 
the spiritual war they step into the moment they truly become born again Believers. They 
don’t know what truth is (1John 2:4-6), and are like unprotected lambs in the wild. This is 
not how one should become born again. Few of these people ever get past the first 
step. But it did look good at the front of the church didn’t it! Luke 8:13-14 “And those 
on the rocky {soil are} those who, when they hear, receive the word with joy; and these 
have no {firm} root; they believe for a while, and in time of temptation fall away. 
“And the {seed} which fell among the thorns, these are the ones who have heard, and as 
they go on their way they are choked with worries and riches and pleasures of {this} life, 
and bring no fruit to maturity.”  This verse shows us why there were no altar calls in our 
Bible. Proclaiming to accept Yahveh into your life and following Him, is far different then 
spoken words in a height of passion. As the cliché goes: “talk is cheap”. 
THE LAW 
 I think some of our brothers and sisters in "Yeshua" have forgotten what some 
proclaimed Great Biblical Leaders said about the Law and the Torah. The false teachers 
and preachers need to be reminded of what the leaders of the past said about the 
fundamentals of the Bible. The fundamental basics of the Ten Commandments that 
have been thrown out of many of the Christian churches of today should haunt the 
abundant anti-Messiah teachers out there. The words of the past should be brought up 
to them periodically as a reminder of just how far away from the Word of Yahveh most 
have removed themselves. Many have taken tithing money set aside for the works of 
the real “body of Yeshua” and have stolen from Adonai. They will have to some day 
face our Messiah and answer for their behavior, and you can bet that He will deal with 
them accordingly.  
MARTIN LUTHER once said, "The first duty of the gospel preacher is to declare God’s 
Law and show the nature of sin, because it will act as a schoolmaster and bring him to 
everlasting life which is in Jesus Christ."  JOHN WESLEY said, "Before I preach love, 
mercy, and grace, I must preach sin, Law, and Judgment."  Wesley later advised a friend, 
"Preach 90% Law and 10% grace."   
CHARLES SPURGEON said, "They will never accept grace until they tremble before a 
just and holy Law."   
CHARLES FINNEY said, "Evermore the Law must prepare the way for the gospel; to 
overlook this in instructing souls is almost certain to result in false hope, the introduction 
of a false standard of Christian experience, and to fill the church with false converts."   
JOHN WYCLIFFE said, "The highest service to which a man may attain on earth is to 
preach the Law of God."    
D.L.MOODY said, "God, being a perfect God, had to give a perfect Law, and the Law was 
given not to save men, but to measure them." 
 I do believe the Church of today has forgotten what these teachers have said 
regarding Yah's Law!  And I do believe they need to be reminded of this. Then maybe, just 
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maybe, they will have their eyes, hearts and minds open to His truth.  Because if they are 
not listening to Yah's truth clearly written in the Bible, perhaps they will listen to what these 
men said, who obviously were not against the Law. 
1John 3:4 “Everyone who practices sin also practices lawlessness; and sin is 
lawlessness.” 
2Ths. 2:8 “And then that lawless one will be revealed whom Adonai will slay with the 
breath of His mouth and bring to an end by the appearance of His coming;” 
John 14:15 “If you love Me, you will keep My commandments.” 
John 14:21 “He who has My commandments and keeps them, he it is who loves Me; 
and he who loves Me shall be loved by My Father, and I will love him, and will 
disclose Myself to him.” 
Prov. 28:9 “He who turns away his ear from listening to the law, Even his prayer is 
an abomination.”
