HOF 2010 Inductees: Charlotte Lusschen 

    Charlotte Lusschen, a 1982 graduate of Castro Valley High, played four years on the girls’ varsity basketball team, was All-Hayward Area Athletic League her junior and senior seasons, All-East Bay as a senior, a Street and Smith All-American and led the Trojans to the HAAL Championship in 1981. She was named The Daily Review’s Athlete of the Week three times.
    Lusschen’s outstanding prep career led to a full-ride basketball scholarship at Cal where she still holds all the school records for blocked shots – single game (13), season (69) and career (198). Charlotte is also second among Cal’s field goal percentage leaders at 54.8 percent (339 field goals in 619 attempts). In Lusschen’s sophomore season, Cal went 12-2 in conference, 24-8 overall, and made the Women’s National Invitation Tournament.
Born in London, Ontario, Lusschen traveled to China and Korea as a member of the Canadian National team. She was in line to possibly represent Canada at the 1984 Olympics, but that would have meant leaving school. She decided to stay at Cal where she earned a Bachelor of Science degree in sociology.
    Lusschen, the daughter of Dutch parents, moved from Canada to Castro Valley in the first grade. She still lives in Castro Valley and is employed with Safeway.
