11. I am in the US and IDHSNA hasn’t harmonized yet. I want my horse to be in the studbook of origin! What can I do?
You have a number of options:
• If your horse was inspected and approved prior to December 31, 2012, you can cross-register your horse into Canada. This will put your horse into the studbook of origin. You would be wise to continue to register your horses with Canada until such time as IDHSNA chooses to harmonize.
• If your horse has not been inspected, you can cross-register your horse into Canada and have it inspected under Canadian rules. Please contact the Registration Officer of the IDHSC for more information. 
• If your horse was inspected and approved after December 31, 2012, you will need to wait for IDHSNA to harmonize, or you will need to have your horse re-inspected under Canadian rules. Please contact the Registration Officer of the IDHSC for more information.
