It is staffed by more than 110 physicians in 34 
subspecialties of pediatric medicine. The unit has 125 beds and includes emergency services, 
Pediatric Intensive Care, Neonatal Intensive Care and a Perinatal Center for critically ill 
newborns and premature infants.   The Massry Family Children’s Emergency Center opened this 
year.
