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* January 16, 2022 - 2nd Sunday of Ordinary Time 
“To each individual the manifestation of the Spirit is given for some benefit.” (1 
CORINTHIANS 12:7)

As you have certainly heard, Pope Francis has asked the 
Church to take some time to reflect on how we are living 
synodality. The goal of this synod is to live a shared experience 
of mutual listening and courageous sharing. With the Holy 
Spirit, and those around us, we are called to set aside time for 
dialogue. Each diocese will submit a synthesis of the 
conversations that take place, which will nourish the 
conversations that will take place at the next Synod of Bishops 

in October 2023. The resources you will need to enter into the synodal process are found on 
the website. We ask that you submit a summary of your discussions by April 29, 2022.

Starts January 17, 2022 
Are you a caregiver that needs personal 
support?  Nourish is a program designed to address 
the most important and commonly reported needs of 
family caregivers. Nourish for Caregivers content 

has been developed using a methodology built using evidence and insights and grounded in the 
Christian faith. Twelve 1.5-hour sessions (1 per month) that include: a topic (ex: stress), session 
overview, facilitating discussion and reflection, small group activity, sharing, and closing with prayer 
and intentions.  A virtual session is starting on January 17th, 2022 This program is Free but a 
donation is appreciated.

The Wedding at Cana 

 

Some thoughts on today's scripture, John 2.1-12 

John's Gospel speaks of Jesus' miracles as ‘signs' because they always 

point to something deeper than the merely miraculous. They inform us 

about who Jesus is, and about the purpose of his mission. So in the Cana 

story, for example, Jesus replaces the water prescribed for Jewish 

purifications with more than one hundred and twenty gallons of wine! 

According to the Jewish Scriptures, when the Messiah comes there shall 

be an abundance of new wine, a symbol for God's abundant goodness 

towards his people. That Jesus turns so much water into the best of wines 

is a ‘sign' that he is in fact the long awaited Messiah.  (Source:
