• What does John like? 
(What are his personal 

preferences?) 

He likes horror movies, baseball, ice cream... 

LOOK LIKE  

What does John look like? (Physical description) 

He is tall, dark and handsome. He has black hair and wears glasses. 

 

BE LIKE  

What is John like? 
(Description of personality 

AND/OR physical) 

He is a nice guy. He is very kind and funny. / He’s tall.
