There are four sections in My Progress.

1. My coverage: This shows which items in each skill area have  

 been completed.

2. Compare: Your scores are compared with others in your 

 institution or with other Road to IELTS users around the 

 world. (The latter is available in the online version only.)

3. Analyse: This screen displays a breakdown of your average  

 scores and how you have divided your time in Road to IELTS  

 between the four skills.

4. My scores: This displays detailed records of your scores and  

 how much time is spent in each activity.
