Waukesha County Environmental Action League (WEAL) is a grassroots all volunteer environmental advocacy group established in 1978.
WEAL Position on Incineration
All forms of incineration destroy resources, emit air pollutants , require landfilling of ash or slag, waste energy, compete with recycling and are extremely expensive to construct and operate.
WEAL adopted a "no incinerator" position in 1990 and opposes combustion of municipal solid waste (MSW) including the combustion of syngas (synthetic gas) created from MSW. 

Incineration is Not Renewable Energy
In 2007 WEAL and hundreds of environmental groups signed on to the Global Alliance for Incinerator Alternatives (GAIA) "No Incentives for Incinerators" campaign. This initiative opposes renewable energy credits, tax credits and other subsidies for mass burn, gasification, pyrolysis, plasma arc and refuse derived fuel incinerators.
Additionally, environmental groups across Wisconsin, including WEAL, joined together in 2010 and opposed language added to SB 273 which allowed gasification to be included in the state's renewable energy portfolio standards. 
Planning a Sustainable Future
WEAL urges the Oneida Nation to abandon plans to invest 23 million dollars in an experimental pyrolysis project in favor of recycling, reuse, repair and composting projects. Waste reduction projects are beneficial for the environment,  achieve long term sustainability, create jobs, save energy, and are less expensive to develop and maintain.
