It is Important to Avoid Advertising Satan
It is important to avoid advertising Satan along side the God of creation. God is far greater, and he has no equal. Christian Brothers, and Sisters sometimes talk about what Satan is doing in their lives to the over shadowing of what God has done, and is doing by Christ Jesus, as if Satan is greater than God. Remember God created Lucifer, who fell into corruption, and is become Satan. God has not given him authority to control anyone! Therefore, he asserts unsolicited influence and deception in disobedience to the will of God. Even God does not exercise control over an individual’s will; he provides us with the truth, and then expects each to choose correctly. But each of us is required to examine what he has said. The truth is the correct choice. And when we come to know him by studying his word, then we can see and hear to choose the truth, even though there may be situations where we disobey.

Threats from Satan and even the things he does can never overthrow God. God is all knowing, all-powerful, and ultimately all in charge. Satan is a problem for us, but not God; and God is helping us, through Jesus Christ, to escape the same fate destined for Satan!!

Rather than advertise Satan, embrace the “B Attitudes”, make them yours, and encourage others in their discouragement, since you now understand what they’re going through:

Mat 5:3  Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 

Mat 5:4  Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted. 

Mat 5:5  Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth. 

Mat 5:6  Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled. 

Mat 5:7  Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy. 

Mat 5:8  Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see God. 

Mat 5:9  Blessed are the peacemakers: for they shall be called the children of God. 

Mat 5:10  Blessed are they which are persecuted for righteousness' sake: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 

Mat 5:11  Blessed are ye, when men shall revile you, and persecute you, and shall say all manner of evil against you falsely, for my sake. 

Mat 5:12  Rejoice, and be exceeding glad: for great is your reward in heaven: for so persecuted they the prophets which were before you. 

Mat 5:13  Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his savour, wherewith shall it be salted? it is thenceforth good for nothing, but to be cast out, and to be trodden under foot of men. 

Mat 5:14  Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid. 

Mat 5:15  Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house. 

Mat 5:16  Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven. 

Mat 11:6  And blessed is he, whosoever shall not be offended in me. 

Mat 13:16  But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear. 

In other words your eyes are blessed that they see to discard the false, but embrace the truth. And your ears are blessed because they discern the truth that the lie is rejected.
