Interview with Maarten Heylen

Whenever there is a discussion on top breeders of exhibition budgerigars in Europe
today one name that is always mentioned is Maarten Heylen from Belgium. One look at
the partnership's birds and it is easy to see why.

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It was great to spend time with Maarten, Dirk, and our friend Daniel Lutolf talking birds
and visiting breeders in the Stoke area including Harry Hockaday.... a meeting of some
of the top budgie breeders of our day.

Recently I asked Maarten a few questions.....

What started your interest in budgerigars?

My father has been breeding birds all his life, so | think it's in the genes. First we were
breeding Australian parrots in big flights, afterwards we had to move and didn’t have
enough space for this kind of flights. So we started looking for alternatives, and ended
up with some pairs of budgerigars. ..

How long have you been in the hobby ?

18 years



Tell us a little about the hobby in your country:

Belgium is well known for his bird breeders (race pigeons, Canaries, Lovebirds,...) but
the budgerigar hobby is not really wide spread. The Belgian Budgerigar Society (BGC)
counts around 200 members, but there are more breeders that not only specialized in
exhibition budgerigars, but also breed the color budgerigar. This is why we decided
also to admit the color budgie on our National since 2013.

Where did your first budgies come from?

The very first budgies were coming from the pet shop. Later my friends William Dierickx
and Bert Sempels provided me some pairs. In 2003 we went for the first time to Daniel
Luetolf.

Which breeders have influenced and helped you the most? And why?

In my years as a beginner, Bert Sempels and William Dierickx guided me around and
provided me the right info in order to start in the hobby. Later Daniel became more or
less my role model. In recent years Mike Ball has also influenced my view on the
modern budgie.

What bloodlines are in the background of your stud today?
Vermeir, Cuyten, Lutolf

What Club & level do you show at?

We are showing in champion class at the BGC (Belgian Budgerigar Society)

How many birds do you keep going into breeding season?

We try to keep around 180 hens and 100 cocks for the whole breeding season.

How many breeding cages do you use?

As we are a partnership we have 3 different locations. At Mario Waerzeggers place we
have 36 cages, at my father's another 36 and at my place 57. So this would make a
total of 129 cages. But in our partnership the birds rotate. This means that there is

always one shed where there are no birds, and maximum two sheds where the birds
are breeding.



What varieties do you keep?
We keep all normal varieties, lutinos and during the past 2 years recessive pieds.
What has been your best ever bird and for what reason?

A cobalt cock we bred 4 years ago. He was ahead of his time but unfortunately died
before we could pair him up...

Breeding is the most fun part of the hobby for me. It's fun because it isn’t an exact
science and it always remains a challenge to breed the bird that combines the right
features together. Also important for me are the friendships made trough the hobby and
the social aspect.

Sometimes the jealousy and backbiting between the breeders. ..

Ranking and Advancement
Julie Willis

Greetings everyone! Show season is well under way, and some exhibitors have already won
their way to the next division. It's up to them if they want to advance immediately, or wait till
the beginning of next year’'s show season. In this section I'll be updating the point and CC
standings. As promised, here are the rules for advancement for this year. Please contact me
if you see something that needs to be corrected.

Rules for Advancement

Section 15.01. Definition of Junior Exhibitor. In order for a breeder to exhibit
in the Junior division, that exhibitor must be at least seven years of age. This age limitation
is based on the widely accepted premise that the person should be an active participant in
the care and breeding of the birds. Junior members who are under the age of seven and
have been exhibiting birds prior to the 2009 show season are grandfathered as Junior. A
Junior who wins either Best Junior, Best Junior Opposite Sex, or Best Junior Young three
times with three different birds shall advance to the Novice ranking the following year
provided there are at least 2 exhibitors at each show when these wins are achieved. If they
do not achieve the three wins while a Junior, they must move to the Novice Division the
show season following their seventeenth birthday

Section 15.02. Advancing from Novice to Intermediate. Novice breeders who
win Best Novice, Best Novice Opposite Sex, or Best Novice Young with three different birds
at three different shows shall then advance the following year to Intermediate as long as
one win is Best Novice. Each win must be at a show where there are at least three Novice
breeders showing. If they have shown at the Novice level for at least three years and do not
have the wins, they may select to move into the Intermediate ranks the following show
season if they so desire. Once a Novice breeder receives their wins they shall advance to
the Intermediate division the next show season. A Novice wishing to move to Intermediate
without their wins may do so, but they may not move back to Novice.

Section 15.03. Advancing from Intermediate to Champion. Intermediate
breeders must win six Challenge Certificates, in any color sections, with 6 different birds.
There must be a minimum of five birds from three exhibitors in the section and there must
be five Champion breeders exhibiting in the show, with a minimum of twenty-five champion
birds entered for the wins to count. In addition, the Intermediate exhibitor must win one of
the best in show awards (Best, Best Opposite Sex, Best Young, or Best Young Opposite
Sex) and place one bird in the top six best in show. For these wins to count there must be a
minimum of three champion exhibitors entered in the show and 25 champion birds shown.

Section 15.04. Recognition of ABS wins and Ranking. All exhibitor wins at
ABS shows shall be recognized under the BAA system. Exhibitors must show in the same
division in BAA and ABS.
