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FINANCIAL POLICY

We would like to take this opportunity to welcome you to our Practice. 

We take the time to get to know you.  In our supportive environment, we perform a comprehensive history and physical exam that helps us understand the physical, medical, emotional history and trauma history in your body.  We believe understanding what creates the cause of your illness or pain will help us create an individualized treatment plan.

We understand that you have come here to seek specialized evaluation and care.  Our office staff will do our best to assist you in your treatment process.  To help you understand our office polices, please read the following and sign below: 
PAYMENT

Full payment is due at the time of service.  We accept cash, personal checks, Visa, Mastercard, Discover, American Express and Health Savings debit/credit cards.
REGARDING PRIVATE INSURANCE

Dr. Rampil is NOT contracted with ANY insurance plans.  This means that we will not be considered a participating provider. We require a copy of your photo ID and insurance card on record to allow us to make appointments for imaging, tests and referrals. 
If you are enrolled in a health plan that includes “out of network” benefits you may be eligible for insurance reimbursement once your deductible is met. We would be happy to provide you with an itemized invoice to submit to your insurance company. 

If you are covered under MEDICARE, please be aware that Dr. Rampil is opted out of Medicare.  You must sign a contract to be seen as a self-pay patient.  No receipts or claims may be submitted to Medicare.  We do not file secondary or supplemental insurance plans. Dr. Rampil has chosen to work outside of Medicare to spend the time and address the complex individual needs of her Medicare patients. 
MOTOR VEHICLE INSURANCE

We do accept Motor Vehicle Accident Insurance and process it according to Florida law. You are responsible for any deductible or co-pay as determined in the Personal Injury Protection plan you selected with your insurance carrier. We do not do liens or work with letters of protection.
MISSED APPOINTMENTS

Appointments must be rescheduled or cancelled at least 24 hours in advance.  It will be necessary to charge for missed appointments at the rate of a normal office visit.  Please help us serve you better by keeping scheduled appointments.  As a courtesy, we try to call the patient to remind them the day before their appointment, but it is your responsibility to keep track of all appointments.
