
   

One of many command-
ments for all believers is this: 
“EXAMINE YOURSELVES, 
whether ye be in the faith; 
PROVE YOUR OWN 
SELVES. Know ye not your 
own selves, how that JESUS 
CHRIST IS IN YOU, except 
ye be reprobates” [REJECTED] 
(2 COR. 13:5)? 
 
Whether of not Christ is in 
you is the “test” that will 
determine if you are truly 
born again. 
 
“...ye are not in the flesh, but 
in the Spirit, IF SO BE that 
the Spirit of God dwell IN 
you. Now if any man have 
not the Spirit of Christ, he is 
NONE OF HIS” (ROMANS 8:9).  
 
Does the Holy Spirit dwell 
in you? Remember, the 
only way to find the right 
answer is in the Word of 
God by faith.  
 
History teaches that Relig-
ions and Preachers do not 
agree. 
 
So, beginning right now, 
let us “...GIVE DILI-
GENCE to make [OUR] 
calling and election 
SURE” (2 PETER 1:10).  

 
 
 

For every test, there is a 
time of preparation. You 
must lay aside all precon-
ceived ideas and beliefs; lay 
aside all your dreams and 
visions; and lay aside all 
religious doctrines and your 
beloved preachers you 
highly esteem. 

A WORD TO SCOFFERS! 
 

I 
f you have denied the 
existence of the Living  
God, you, the created,  

will one day stand before 
your Creator in “Shame.”  
 
God said, “The FOOL hath 
said in his heart, There is 
no God” (PSALM 14:1), and 
seconds after you’re dead, 
you’ll know for sure, but it 
will be too late. 
 
God has given you ALL the 
“proof” you need:  
 

“The heavens declare 
the glory of God; and 
the firmament sheweth 
his handywork. Day 
unto day uttereth 
speech, and night unto 
night sheweth knowl-
edge. There is no speech 
nor language, where 
their voice is not 
heard” (PSALM 19:1-3).  

 
“For the invisible things 
of [GOD] from the crea-
tion of the world are 
clearly seen, being un-
derstood by the things 
that are made, even his 
eternal power and God-
head; so that they are 
without excuse” (ROMANS 

1:20).  
 
King David, the apple of 
God’s eye, wrote, “KNOW 
YE that the Lord HE IS 
GOD: it is he that hath 
made us, and not we our-
selves” (PSALM 100:3). To be-
lieve otherwise is to rightly 
be called a FOOL because 
God has revealed so much. 

However, if you are a pro-
fessing Christian, then you 
should re-examine yourself 
using the mirror of God’s 
word and ask yourself, am I 
truly a follower of Jesus 
Christ?  
 
If you cannot remember a 
time when you “...walked 
according to the course of 
this world...fulfilling the 
desires of the flesh and of 
the mind; and were by 
nature the children of 
wrath” (EPHES. 2:2-3)……….  
 
If you cannot remember a 
time when you heard the 
gospel, and it convinced 
you of your sin, causing 
you to repent to God……..  
 
If you cannot remember a 
time when God called you 
“...out of darkness into his 
marvellous light” (1 PETER 

2:9), when God delivered 
you “...from the power of 
darkness” and translated 
you “...into the kingdom of 
his dear Son” (COL. 1:13)…..  
 
then you are lost and on 
the road to judgment be-
fore Almighty God. 
 
Every one who is born 
again, ENTERS into the 
body of Christ the same 
way, through one DOOR, 
just as Noah and his family 
entered the Ark, through 
ONE DOOR, 
 
The key that opens this door 
is repentance to God by 
FAITH: “...God be merciful 
to me A SINNER” (LUKE 

18:13).  
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The Word of 
God declares 
that in the last 
days, perilous 
times shall 
come. 
 
You must 
agree that 
these are 
dangerous 
times now, 
when man 
cares very 
little for his 
fellow man. 
 
The Church 
Age is nearing 
its’ end since 
Israel became 
a nation in 
1948. 
 
Israel is want-
ing to rebuild 
its’ temple on , 
the very spot 
where the 
Dome of the 
Rock is today, 
which the 
antichrist will 
enter and sit 
on its’ throne 
and declare 
himself “god” 
to this world. 
 
But before 
that happens, 
the true  
church (WHO 
ARE FEW IN 

NUMBER) will 
be caught up 
to meet our 
Lord in the air. 
 
Therefore, the 
Spirit and the 
Bride say, 
COME! He 
that is thirsty, 
COME! 
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WARNING  “He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness [THE 
HOLY GHOST] in himself: he that believeth not God hath made him a liar; 
because he believeth not the record that God gave of his Son. And this is the 
record, that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in his Son. He 
that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not 
life” (1 John 5:10-12). It is time to see if you believe these words or not. 
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Jesus said, “If ye were of the world, 
the world would love his own: but 
because ye are not of the world, but I 
have chosen you out of the world, 
therefore the world hateth you” (JOHN 

15:19).  

TEST # 4 
 

“As newborn babes, desire [TO IN-

TENSELY CRAVE] the sincere [UNDECEITFUL; 
UNADULTERATED] milk of the word, that 
ye may GROW thereby: IF SO BE ye 
have tasted [EXPERIENCED] that the 
Lord is gracious” (1 PETER 2:2-3).  
 
Were you ever a “babe” in Christ, or 
did you just started preaching? Are 
you craving the uncontaminated truth 
of the Word, or are all bibles saying 
the same thing to you? 

TEST # 5 
 

All believers know the difference be-
tween “the flesh” that they live in, and 
the “new creature” they have become 
after “...all things are become new” (2 

COR. 5:17). 
 
Believers are commanded of the 
Lord to “...present your bodies a 
LIVING sacrifice, holy, acceptable 
unto God, which is your reasonable 
service” (ROMANS 12:1).  
 
The Apostle Paul testified, “...I keep 
under my body, and bring it into 
subjection” (1 COR. 9:27) and all believ-
ers should do likewise. 

TEST # 6 
 

“Woe unto YOU, when all men shall 
speak well of YOU! for so did their fa-
thers to the false prophets” (LUKE 6:26).  
 
They hated Jesus without a cause, 
and “...If they have called the master 
of the house Beelzebub, how much 
more shall they call them of his house-
hold” (MATTHEW 10:25)? So make sure 
that you are “...of the FAITH.” 

Pray, “Lord, please teach me and 
reveal to me truth.” 
 
The goal here is to receive “...the 
WORD with all readiness of mind” and 
to search the scriptures, and SEE 
“...whether [THESE] things [ARE] so” (ACTS 

17:11). 
 
 
 

TEST # 1 
 

There are thousands of translations 
in the world that were written for one 
purpose only: to make the bible eas-
ier to understand. But there is only 
one way to understand the scrip-
tures: let God be the teacher. 
 
For God has “...hid these things from 
the wise and prudent, and hast re-
vealed them unto babes” (MATTHEW 

11:25).  
 
Since “...the just shall live by his 
faith” (HABAKKUK 2:4), then read by faith 
by taking you’re great-great grand-
parents bible and bow your head, 
and pray to God words like these: 
“Lord, please teach me your word.” 
 
Why shouldn't God answer your 
prayer? Didn’t Jesus say, “It is writ-
ten in the prophets, And they shall be 
ALL taught of God” (JOHN 6:45)? 
 
Therefore, Jesus continues, “Every 
man therefore that hath HEARD, 
and hath LEARNED of the Father, 
cometh unto me” (JOHN 6:45).  

 
 
 

TEST # 2 
 

Jesus said to his disciples, “...when 
HE, the Spirit of Truth, is come, HE 
will GUIDE YOU into ALL truth: for 
HE will not speak of himself; but 
whatsoever HE shall hear, that shall 
HE speak and HE will show you 
things to come” (JOHN 16:13).  
 
The purpose of the Holy Spirit is NOT 
to send you running around the church 
screaming, or jumping over pews, or 
“knocked out” on the floor. Such ac-

tions are contrary to the doctrine of Christ. 
 
He, the Spirit of Truth, comforts the 
believer (JOHN 15:26 & ROMANS 8:16); guides 
the believer into all truth (JOHN 16:13); leads 
the believer by the still waters (ROMANS 

8:14); teaches the believer to deny ungodli-
ness and worldly lusts (TITUS 2:12 & 1 JOHN 

2:27); and He has sealed the believer until 
the day of redemption 
of the purchased pos-
session (EPHESIANS 1:13 & 

4:30). 
 
The Holy Spirit of God 
also lives in the believer 
(MATT. 10:20; JOHN 14:17, 20; 
ROMANS 8:9-11; 1 COR. 3:16 & 
6:19; ETC.), and believers 
have this confidence, 
“...that HE [GOD] which hath begun a 
GOOD WORK IN YOU [THE VERY MOMENT 
YOU BELIEVED] will perform it until the day of 
Jesus Christ” (PHILIP. 1:6). 
 
Do you believe this? Remember, “There 
is a way which seemeth right unto a 
man, but the end thereof are the ways of 
death” (PROVERBS 14:12).  
 
Beware: it is prophesied that in the last 
days, “...some shall depart from the faith, 
giving heed to seducing spirits, and doc-
trines of devils” (1 TIM. 4:1), and  “having a 
form of godliness, but denying the power 
thereof [THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH]” (2 TIM. 3:5). 

TEST # 3 
 

When a person first becomes a child of 
God, they soon begin to discover a division 
building among those who are the closest, 
family. “...there shall be five in one house 
divided, three against two, and two 
against three. The father shall be divided 
against the son, and the son against the 
father; the mother against the daughter, 
and the daughter against the mother; the 
mother in law against her daughter in law, 
and the daughter in law against her 
mother in law” (LUKE 12:51-53).  
 
The Word of God divides, “...ALL that will 
live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer per-
secution” (2 TIM. 3:12). If the world enjoys your 
company, something may be wrong, for 
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
