Cain slew his younger brother, Able, which initiated the first offense that plunged 
human society further into Apocalypse throughout the centuries, even unto the second 
coming of the Lord Jesus Christ. This Apocalyptic activity is commonly pointed to as 
the “Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse” by those describing events in the Book of 
Revelation: 
And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bare Cain, and said, I have gotten 

a man from the LORD.  
And she again bare his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a 

tiller of the ground (or farmer).

But God requires blood sacrifice offerings because only the blood sacrifice of Jesus 
can pay the sin debt. But God in His mercy and grace substituted animal sacrifice for 
sin until the true sacrifice, Jesus the Christ, should come and pay the sin debt! 
And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of the ground an 

offering unto the LORD.  
And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And the 

LORD had respect unto Abel and to his offering (because of the blood!):  
But unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect (because of the absence of blood). 

And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell.

And unto thee shall be his (sin’s) desire, and 
thou shalt rule over him (by presenting the correct sacrifice, which must be of 
blood!).

And he said, I know not: Am 
I my brother's keeper? (the correct response should be, yes; I am my brother’s

And he said, What hast thou done? the voice of thy brother's blood crieth unto me from 
the ground.  

And now art thou cursed from the earth, which hath opened her mouth to receive thy 
brother's blood from thy hand;  

When thou tillest the ground, it shall not henceforth yield unto thee her strength; a 
fugitive and a vagabond shalt thou be in the earth.

God extends His mercy/ grace of forgiveness in Christ Jesus to Cain for the killing of 
his brother Abel; else the life of Cain would have been demanded at that time. This 
speaks to the mystery of forgiveness in Christ Jesus, even from the foundation of the 
world; but today the mystery was revealed in the works of Jesus and His earthly 
ministry! 
And Cain said unto the LORD, My punishment is greater than I can bear (were it not for 

Jesus Christ, the whole of the human race is in this state, whether we 
understand or not!).  

Behold, thou hast driven me out this day from the face of the earth; and from thy face 
shall I be hid; and I shall be a fugitive and a vagabond in the earth; and it shall 
come to pass, that every one that findeth me shall slay me.
