The show essay is a great opportunity for you to put your learning onto paper in order to share it with anyone you may choose. It is one way for you to familiarize college admissions counselors, future employers, and the nice people who award scholarships with the work you have done. It is also an important reflection opportunity for you to think about what you have learned.

Show essays are portfolio pieces. They should have no mistakes; thus, I will ask you to draft them until I notify you that they are acceptable. It is very important to me that these show essays be as close to perfect as humanly possible.

Show essays should have pictures to accompany them, along with playbills with your name highlighted - further evidence you were a part of this show. 
Here’s the basic outline:

I. Beginning (keep it brief)
a. Show details
b. Run dates

c. Where performed

II. Middle

a. Explain your role and how it developed through the build up to the show/ rehearsal time. What did you learn? What skills and techniques did you acquire? What prior learning was reinforced?
III. End

a. Critique your contributions to the show. What worked well? What might have worked better?
