Set-up: The trail should be laid no earlier than one hour before sunset. The trail has a minimum of one turn (45º to 90º).  (Suggestion: Set 1 trail up in a wilderness environment and 1 in an urban environment.
Subject: Subject will remain at the end position after walking the trail until the exercise is concluded.
Time to complete: 1 hour maximum.

Age:  4-12 hours old. 

Length: Minimum of  ½  mile. 

Set-up: The trail shall have one subject and be set up in a high traffic urban area such as a Walmart Shopping Center.  
Subject: On aged trails the subject may be returned to the end position prior to the K-9 team running it.
Time to complete: 1.5 hours maximum.

Negative Trail Area (NSID)
Purpose:  1) To make sure the  K-9  team will not commit to a trail if the subject’s scent is not present. The 
                      handler must have a clear solid indication from the Canine that there is no trail. 

                  2) To make sure the K-9 team will stop trailing when there is for example a vehicle pick-up or 
                      drowning. The handler must have a clear solid indication from the Canine that there is no trail.

Set up:  On the blind attempts the handler shall be in anticipation that this is a real trail with their subject actually having been in at the PLS or the end position.  

Subject: The subject will have not been around the assumed PLS for a minimum of two weeks.  At completion of exercise an intensity must be run.
Time to complete:  5 minute maximum for Man-Trailing team to show it a negative area at PLS  or  5 minute maximum for Man-trailing team to show the trail has ended after trailing a subject. (Please remember it must be a solid indication from the dog such as a bark, a sit, or a jump up. “A look from the canine does not qualify as an acceptable indication”)
Scent article: a scent article will be collected or given to the handler according to what the handler is told about the trail set up.

Wilderness Cold Trail
Purpose: to demonstrate that the K-9 team can work through scent movement on a 

one-day old trail in the given environment. 

Age: at least 12-24 hours from the time the subject starts the trail. 

Length: .5 – 1 mile. 

Set-up: run over a minimum of three surfaces (e.g.: grass, dirt, forest litter, swamp, gravel, concrete, asphalt), with a minimum of five changes in direction. A covered trail should be laid with a person and a dog that will walk 300 to 500 feet on the trail from the PLS and then veer off in an entirely different direction of the subject’s trail one to two hours before the K9 team begins the trail. There will be a minimum of one cross trail also included 
Subject: The subject may be returned to the end of the trail prior to the K-9 team running it.                     

Time to complete: 1.5 hours maximum. 

Scent article: the handler will be given a bagged scent article, hard object, or a car seat to start off of.
