The
main reason the ending fund balance is so high is that we receive net proceeds, which are not budgeted, but also
have been coming in higher than projected therefore increasing the ending fund balance, We have to assume
there will come a time, as has happened in the past that net proceeds will not come in as projected, or less than
projected, which will then lead to the gradual decrease in the ending fund balance.

We completed an expansion to the community gym in fiscal year 2013-2014 to help increase services in the

area. This project, plus the furnishing/equipping has used the net proceeds income that we have been receiving
over the last few years.
