From the Principal

Dear members of the
OLSH community,

We regret the
inconvenience caused to
parents of Years 8, 10 and
12 students due to the
cancellation of the National
Exams Parent Information
Evening yesterday
Wednesday 29 July. This
decision was taken after
due consideration about
the need for extreme
precaution around large
public gatherings, given the
rising number of active
cases of COVID-19 in Port
Moresby and its
surrounds. Please be
assured that we are
focused on rigorous
preparation of your
daughter/son for these
exams and will keep you
informed of the
reappointed date. In the
meantime, please feel very
welcome to contact the
school for any queries or
concerns.

With the high rise in the
numbers of active COVID-
19 cases confirmed in Port
Moresby and its
surrounding areas, we have
refocused our attention on
increased vigilance at
school on our daily thermal
scanning, social distancing
and personal hygiene.

Teachers are regularly
reminded to ensure that
adequate social distancing
is being maintained in the
classroom and in the school
yard and that students are
regularly washing their
hands. We ask that parents
discuss with your child and
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reinforce the importance of
following these procedures
whilst at school.

All parents visiting the school
for a variety of reasons, please
support our efforts by
presenting yourself for the
mandatory thermal

scanning. In the first instance,
please refrain from coming to
school or sending your
child/children to school if you
or they have a temperature or
any flue-like symptoms. We
need everyone's cooperation
to ensure that the school
community is kept safe from
COVID-19.

Some parents have been
enquiring about the possibility
of a second lockdown and its
implications for learning-
teaching at OLSH. After careful
consideration given to the
matter by the Leadership Team
and in consultation with the
Board of Management, we
regretfully inform all parents
that in the event of a second
lockdown in New Ireland
province, it would not be a
viable option for OLSH to offer
online learning for the period
of the lockdown. The school
does not have the
technological infrastructure to
offer and sustain this

facility. We will seek advice
from the Department of
Education as to how best to
cater for our students' needs
and do our very best when the
lockdown is lifted, as we did in
Term 2, with a revised P-12
timetable and full utilisation of
the PE and Sport periods to

cover the prescribed
curriculum.

It was a privilege to have Mr Benjamin
Wakip at school on Tuesday

21st July to deliver a motivational talk
and encouragement to

Mr Wakip is a former OLSH
student and current President of

the OLSH Alumni: an organisation
established by former OLSH students
who support the school with various
developments of the students and
school.

Mr Wakip discussed aspects that have
greatly influenced students in

As a student, he made study timetables,
which he followed.
