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Greetings from the Site Director: 

Things at the Center continue with serving lunches out the window in back. We do the 

pantry the same way. We have started letting a few shopper’s in to shop only 3 to 4 at 

time between 9am to 11am (of course mask required). We have not come up with a 

time to open to the public. We have to have a few things in place first. We have to put 

in an exhaust fan for the men’s room since it is right off the kitchen. We don’t need 

steam or water droplets coming into the kitchen. We had Ser-Job people (a government program to 

help 55 of age and up have a small income). They have not released them to come back to work yet. 

They are the ones that did our cleanup of the serving area and bathrooms etc. I don’t have enough 

volunteers to let that happen. So for now we continue to do what we can for our clients. 

On May 21 I will have a knee replacement. I’ll be off 3 to 6 weeks depending on my recovery. I’m 

hoping things will be great and be back in 3 weeks. I have made menus up with the items we’ll need 

for each day. We are asking people or groups to donate those items. We are also asking people to 

come cook those meals or bring the meals cooked. Francisco or Lisa will serve them (if you would 

like to serve the meals we require a mask and gloves.) we serve 11am to 12pm. 

We need people to sign up for volunteering to cook by May 17
th
 so I can have schedule made out by 

May 21st. Please contact Marsha at the Center at  (913) 233-2511 between 9 and 1pm to schedule 

your time or let her know what you would like to donate. Mission Road Community of  

Christ Church has already stepped up to volunteer to do the Tuesdays.  

If I could have the food items by the same time I’ll have daily meal boxes set up for each meal. It 

would make easier on my volunteers. 

I would appreciate prayers for my surgery and recovery but most of all my volunteers for taking care 

of the Center. 

I want to thank all of you for your faithful support. I understand it is a trying time for everyone. Our 

ministry depends on your generosity and prayers. You haven’t failed us.
