As | sought the Lord about what to write, He was insistent on this one thing, which | am excited
to share with you. It’s powerful. Receive and enjoy!

I Chronicles 4:10 (KJV):

And Jabez called on the God of Israel, saying, Oh that thou wouldest bless me indeed, and
enlarge my coast, and that Thine hand might be with me, and that Thou wouldest keep me from
evil, that it may not grieve me. And God granted him that which he requested (emphasis
mine).

As | meditated on this scripture, the phrase that jumped out at me every time was “And God
granted him that which he requested.”

In the King James Version, the words “him” and “that” are in italics, indicating that they were
not in the original text. So, if we read it without those words it says:

And God granted which he requested.

God showed me two things: 1) He could only grant what was requested, and 2) He granted
everything that was requested. Selah.

HE COULD ONLY GRANT WHAT WAS REQUESTED

If there is something you want... something you want to happen in your life or the lives of your
friends and loved ones, or even others in your world — OPEN UP YOUR MOUTH AND ASK!!!
James 4:2 tells us that we have not because we ask not. As a matter of fact, James says, “Ye lust,
and have not: ye kill, and desire to have, and cannot obtain: ye fight and war, yet ye have not,
because ye ask not.” Instead of trying to obtain your desires through self-effort, ask God. He is
poised and ready to grant you your request!

HE GRANTED EVERYTHING THAT WAS REQUESTED

| am speaking to mature saints who know that God only grants petitions that align with His
Word. If it is in His Word, He will do it. Il Corinthians 1:20 tells us, “For all the promises of
God in Him (Jesus, the Living Word) are yea, and in Him Amen, unto the glory of God by us”
(amplification added).

When you make your request known unto God — you need to do more than just expect it to be
granted. You need to KNOW that it HAS ALREADY BEEN granted. (Hallelujah!) God tells us
in Isaiah 65:24 that, “before [you] call, | will answer; and while [you] are yet speaking, | will
hear.” God has already done His part. So what is our part?
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Hebrews 11:6 says, “But without faith it is impossible to please Him: for he that cometh to God
must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of them that diligently seek Him.”

When we give our request to God, we need to know that as our Rewarder, God HAS granted us
our request. It’s a done deal! Not a futuristic thing. Not a wait-and-see-type deal. It’s already
done! If we are unsure as to whether the request has been granted, we will not take the proper
steps to access that which we have requested. If we are passively waiting to see the
manifestation, chances are we never will. Why? Because we have a part to play. If we don’t do
our part — if we don’t CO-Operate with God to access manifestation here on earth, then it will be
waiting for us in Heaven when we get there. But we won’t need it then!

How do we co-operate with God? | believe the number one way to do this is to immediately ask
God for wisdom as to how to access that which He has granted (and then do what He tells you).

In Proverbs 2:6-7 (Amplified Classic Edition), we learn that “the Lord gives skillful and godly
wisdom ... He hides away sound and godly wisdom and stores it for the righteous.” He stores it
up for us — not for it to be saved for a rainy day, but rather, for us to access it whenever we need
it!

God has stored skillful and godly wisdom up for us so we can know how to operate skillfully to
obtain the things that He has granted to us. No more negative yardage. No more wasted time. No
more lost opportunity. Sounds wonderful, doesn’t it?

We can access God’s wisdom whenever we need it. There is no limit to it. It will never run out.
There is no situation that it cannot accommodate! So why not utilize it to access that which God
has granted to you? God’s wisdom and the manifestation of your request are yours for the taking!

Praise God!!!
