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Guidelines for the Use of the Church Facilities & Services

General: Church facilities are made available for personal, organizational, and civic functions on a reservation, first-come, first-serve basis, providing there is no other prior need scheduled by church organizations. Facility and custodial fees should be paid on or before the day of the event. Personal use of facilities by members should be requested through the church office. Permission for use by non-members, individuals, or community organizations must be obtained from the Church Executive Committee. A non-member refers to a person who has been removed from the membership or has no affiliation with Grace Lutheran Church. The following charges are applied: 

For the use of the church facilities the fee schedule below prevails: 

Church Nave: $300.00      Social Hall: $150.00     Parlor: $50.00 (limit 30 people) 

There is no charge for use of the facilities in case of a funeral A funeral will take precedence over any event. No fee is required of members for weddings, birthdays, or anniversaries. The fee for the Social Hall is charged half the usual rate when the Church Women are engaged to serve an organizational dinner; however, the custodial fee as stated below applies. 

Custodian: Fees are charged to members and non-members for the services of the church custodian at weddings, receptions, anniversaries, funerals, and birthday receptions, or community organizational meetings as follows: 

Church Nave: $40.00 
Social Hall: $25.00       Parlor: $25.00 

Organist: When the services of the church organist are requested for a wedding, funeral, or special event, a minimum fee of$100.00 is required. 

Soloist: The minimum fee for a soloist is $75.00, but may be negotiated with the soloist.
Audio/Video: If audio or video is requested for an event, a deposit of $100 is required for members.  Audio or video equipment will not be available for use through the church for a non-member individual or organization. 

Weekly regular meetings of organizations of the community will be considered under a separate contract.
