This parable leaves no doubt about who our neighbor is — anyone
(without distinction of race or relationship) who needs our help; nor
about how we should love him/her — by taking pity on him/her,
being compassionate towards his/her spiritual or corporal needs; and
it is not just a matter of having the right feelings towards him/her:
we must do something, we must generously serve him/her.

Christians, who should be disciples of Christ, should share His love
and compassion, never distancing themselves from others' needs.
One way to express love for one's neighbor is to perform the "works
of mercy," which get their name from the fact that they are not duties
in justice. There are fourteen such works, seven spiritual and seven
corporal.
