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A RESOLUTION supporting the efforts of the Kentucky Veterans Hall of Fame Foundation.

WHEREAS, veterans of the United State uniformed military services, many of whom return suffering service-related injuries and mental health issues, sometimes have been unfavorably portrayed in many socially advantaged circles, including the news and entertainment media as ne'er-do-wells or even as a scourge on society; and

WHEREAS, whether voluntarily or by draft, veterans choose personal advancement through military service; and

WHEREAS, the men and women who risked life and limb and sacrificed much quality of life during peace times and in war in defense of our Nation, are the true heroes for any age; and

WHEREAS, service members, through honorable military service, have honed their sense of patriotism and developed their skills and talents; and

WHEREAS, veterans have gone on to become outstanding leaders in their communities, be it local, state, national, or international; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Veterans Hall of Fame Foundation has formed for the purpose of recognizing great Kentucky citizens, past, present, and future, who honorably served in the uniformed services of the United Stated military, and who, upon returning to civilian life, continue to exemplify the finest virtues of citizenship by leading lives of honor, most living quietly, but in any case, living lives of service, heroic deeds, and superlative contributions to the betterment of society, and whose achievements and accomplishments go above and beyond all others in their chosen callings;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby support the efforts of the Kentucky Veterans Hall of Fame Foundation in honoring those whose past military contributions to the betterment of everyday life epitomize a life well lived.

Section 2.   By virtue of this Resolution, members of the Senate are invited and encouraged to support the Kentucky Veterans Hall of Fame in the following ways:

Submitting letters of recommendation, if solicited, in support of the nominations of prospective candidates to the Kentucky Veterans Hall of Fame;

Accepting when possible invitations to individual lawmakers to forward certificates of commendation, especially to inductees residing in the legislator's district;

(3)
Accepting when possible invitations to individual lawmakers to attend the induction ceremony and reception annually during the week in which Veterans Day is celebrated;

Urging the Kentucky Veterans Hall of Fame Foundation to update, on an annual basis if possible, the Senate as to its activities in furthering the mission of establishing the Kentucky Veterans Hall of Fame.
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
