
Yahshua Teaches in the Temple on the Last Great Day 
John 7:37-44 

 
 

Now on the great day, which is the last of the feast, Yahshua was 

standing and He cried out and said, If a man thirsts, let him come to Me 

and drink.  Anyone who believes in me as the scriptures have said, 

rivers of living water will flow from his belly.  

 

But He said this concerning the Spirit, whom the ones believing into 

Him were about to receive; for the Holy Spirit was not yet given, 

because Yahshua was not yet glorified.  

 

Then hearing the Word, many of the crowd said, This is truly the 

Prophet.  

 

Others said, This is the Messiah. But others said, No! For does the 

Messiah come out of Galilee?  

 

Has not the Scripture said that the Messiah comes from the seed of 

David, and from Bethlehem, the village where David was? 

 

Then a division occurred in the crowd because of Him.
