Did You Know the Gospel Is Prophetic, and We are Commanded of God
Without salvation, deliverance, the Gospel, the sacrifice of Jesus, even His death on the cross, for our sin(s) every life (past, present, or future) on this earth would be a “Dead End”. 
It seems obvious that many folks, even among the Christian population have questions of what they should be doing with this time of their life and living.
Without a doubt, our first priority should be to prepare to enter the life that Jesus came to give the world according to John 3:16. 
And then to shout, “and yes, sometimes even scream”, with all we are able, as long as we are able to make known to those that (do not know, do not care, do not believe there is a God, do not understand, do not want to be bothered, or do not think they need any thing from God, etc…), the great commission that is assured victory over opposition to the Gospel of Jesus, by the world, The world which in time past resisted the Gospel of Jesus Christ. But now the world of which Jesus triumphed over, and has judged according to the Book of Revelation:
Joh 16:31  Jesus answered them (His disciples), Do ye now believe? 

Joh 16:32  Behold, the hour cometh, yea, is now come, that ye shall be scattered, every man to his own, and shall leave me alone: and yet I am not alone, because the Father is with me. 

Joh 16:33  These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world. 

And therefore Jesus has commanded the believer in the great commission:
Mar 16:14  Afterward he (Jesus) appeared unto the eleven as they sat at meat, and upbraided them (the eleven) with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed not them (other follows) which had seen him after he was risen. 

Mar 16:15  And he (Jesus) said unto them (his followers, and even including those of us today), Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 

Mar 16:16  He that believeth and is baptized (of the Holy Spirit??) shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned (if the individual truly believes, the Holy Spirit will not withhold baptism??). 
Mar 16:17  And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues (and new topics of conversation??); 

Mar 16:18  They shall take up (out of the way??) serpents (that resists/ opposes the believers efforts to preach the gospel??); and if they (believers) drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they (believers) shall lay hands on the sick, and they (the sick) shall recover.
