Security Camera Update

Some time ago the Tara Civic Asso-
ciation raised money for Security
Cameras to be located at the entranc-
es to Tara. The Tara Crime Preven-
tion and Beautification District Secu-
rity Committee has been setting
aside money for the cameras as
well. The committee has been re-
viewing the use of cameras for a
while and in the last meeting, Police
Officers that patrol the neighborhood
and Custom Security were present to
speak on the topic of cameras.

At this meeting a motion passed to
install cameras at each Boulevard
entrance. Since this meeting the Se-
curity Committee has received a pro-
posal from Custom Security to install
the cameras. There will be two cam-
eras located at each entry. One is a
License Plate Recognition Camera
mounted in a ground mounted box to
record the cars as they enter and the
other is a pole mounted camera to
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Property Along Old
Hammond Hwy!

It’s that time of the year when at-
tention needs to be given to the
property along Old Hammond
Highway. When this property is
not kept up it definitely reflects
negatively on the Tara subdivision.
This main border along Old Ham-
mond Hwy is the only border that
is visible to the public, and it
should be as well maintained as
our beautiful boulevard. This eye-
sore does affect the property value
of everyone in Tara.

To those residents who live along
Wartelle, please remember to take
care of this area as well as your
fenced in yard. THANKS!

After meeting at the site with
Custom Security to investigate
the camera installation, it was
realized that the two pine trees
on the Goodwood Boulevard
entry and the pine tree at the Old
Hammond Hwy entry were in
the way. Our options for place-
ment of the equipment was very
restricted and in order to achieve
the desired results from the secu-
rity equipment installation the
pine trees needed to be re-
moved.

Over the next month or so the
trees are scheduled to be re-
moved and the cameras installed.

Ringrose Plantation
A Continuing Series

This French Colonial house, built
in the mid-1700s, is believed to be
the oldest structure still located in
its original location in St. Landry
Parish.

It is located on the grounds of the
Opelousas General Health systems
and is fenced off. There is no ad-
mittance. It is, though, easy to see
and photograph from the fence
line. It appears to be in fine condi-
tion, considering it is over two
hundred years old.

Ringrose was built by Michel
Prudhomme, who donated a large
tract of land to build historic St.
Landry Catholic Church. The
home was later owned by the
Ringrose family and some folks
today still refer to it as “Ringrose
Plantation.” During the Civil War,
the home was used to house Union
officers.

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The Michel Prudhomme Home is
locally significant because of its
architecture. It is an excellent
example of 18th century French-
influenced building tradition as it
began to be affected by the clas-
sicism of the first half of the 19th
century.

The grounds feature one of the
largest camellia trees in the coun-
try which produces a beautiful
flower called Opelousas
Pink. Also on the property is an
original pigeonnier constructed
of hewn Louisiana cypress. Its
last private resident was the late
Ruth Robertson Fontenot, noted
historian, genealogist, author and
artist. While residing at Rin-
grose, Fontenot painted many of
her famous watercolors, of
which some are on display today

Gardening Tips

Have you notice what appears to be
a fungus or sooty mold on your
shrubs or trees? Well, its not a fun-
gus. Its insects called
aphids. Aphids literally suck the
life out of leaves and stems, leaving
a sticky substance on them. When
this happens, these areas get cov-
ered with mold, and blackening of
the leaves and stems occur.

In the past, aphids were treated
with an oily product that had to be
sprayed on both the tops and bot-
toms of the leaves to be effec-
tive. Now there is an easier treat-
ment that is mixed with water and
poured at the base of the shrub or
tree. The product is called Tree
and Scrub Systemic Drench and is

produced by Fertilome. It is availa-
ble at local nurseries. Be sure to
follow package directions.
