Discussion was held in regards to the playground. There is a picnic table on top of the school house. Will need to pull it down with a telehandler when it is back in town. Possibly put up a camera in the area. Also need 4-5 more bags of mulch to finish the playground area. Will look into prices. Discussion was held in regards to campers. Cannot hook up to any utilities including sewer. Discussion was held in regards to down spouts being pointed towards neighboring properties and causing water to go into basements. Legally the neighbor cannot send water onto their neighbor’s property.
Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Valentine to adjourn the meeting at 6:32P.M. . Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.
