SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY

The Josh Nelson Memorial Scholarship is available to applicants who meet the following eligibility criteria:

®

Graduating students attending either Sprague High School or a homeschool program within
the Sprague boundary, obtaining a diploma or a GED by August 1, 2022; or students residing
within the Sprague boundary who obtain a GED by August 1, 2022;

Active participants with the Sprague Racquetball Team;

Participants who have played in at least one sanctioned Oregon High School Racquetball

League match during their time as a member of the Sprague Racquetball Team; and

During the scholarship period, any applicant who is awarded a scholarship must be enrolled in
a full-time program, as prescribed by the college, university, junior college,
vocational/technical school, or other eligible educational institution in which the applicant is

enrolled.

APPLICANTS WHO ARE NOT CURRENTLY ON THE SPRAGUE RACQUETBALL TEAM ARE
NOT ELIGIBLE TO RECEIVE A SCHOLARSHIP GRANT.

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION DEADLINE

Applications are due FEBRUARY 18, 2022. Late applications will not be accepted.
