Early Detection is KEY … Blood Tumor Marker (Antigen) Testing

CANCER is the second leading cause of death in North America.  It is estimated that the average 20 year old today has a 30% chance of eventually dying of cancer.  It is often hard to relate to statistics, so just ask yourself, “How many friends and family members do you know that have died from cancer?”  

WHAT IS CANCER?  Every minute 10 million cells in your body divide to create new cells.  Usually this process occurs at the right time and in the right way.  However, when the cell division process is defective, due to …

1. Nutrient deficiencies

2. Stress

3. Radiation

4. Imbalanced hormones, and

5. Toxic chemicals

6. Heavy Metals

… then cancer cells may be produced.  If the immune system is working as it should, these defective cells are identified & destroyed.  If the immune system is not as healthy as it should be, the cancer cells will accumulate and form a tumor.
EARLY DETECTION is the key to keeping cancer cells from taking hold in the body.  Modern advances in immune chemistry have identified blood tumor markers.  Each type of cancer has a unique chemical “scent” which can be measured in blood with great precision.

Just as the smoke detector in your home predicts the presence of a fire, so do the blood tumor markers announce the development of a tumor!  These tumor markers show if cancer is present long before conventional methods such as mammograms or physical exams will show anything.

Research shows that by the time a tumor is large enough to show up on an x-ray, it has been growing for 10 years.  You cannot afford to wait until a tumor grows this large …  it must be identified earlier than that.

Early Detection tests are available through your local laboratory.  All health conscious people are encouraged to take advantage of these non-invasive early warning tests.  You must have an authorized requisition from your doctor in order to request these tests at the lab.
CANCER DETECTION … Antigen testing provides early warning through highly sensitive blood tumor markers … an antigen test will show up in early development years (1-5) when there is rarely any other physical evidence in the body.

· Antigen tests are not considered a 100% diagnostic test due to the other influences such as drugs, etc.

· Abnormal testing is reason for concern & suspicion
NOTE:  For all Antigen tests below, always get a BASELINE test done … then you have something to compare to.  
1. CEA- (Carcinoembryonic Antigen)

a. Identifies cancer of the digestive system, including the bowel

b. CEA results should be: less than 5

c. Recommended annually for all men and women with digestive problems

2. PSA- (Prostate Specific Antigen)

a. Identifies prostate cancer 

b. PSA results should be: less than 4

c. Recommended every 2 years for men 35-45 … Recommended annually for men over 45 and above

3.  CA 125

a. Identifies ovarian cancer

b. CA 125 results should be: less than 35

c. Recommended annually for all sexually active women over 18 along with Pap Test

4. CA 15-3 (or CA 27-29)

a. Identifies breast cancer 

b. Results should be: less than 35

c. Recommended every three years for women 20-40 … Recommended annually for women over 40

5. CA 19-9
a. Identifies pancreas and lung cancer (recommended along with CEA)

b. Results should be less than 19

c. Recommended every two years after 40
