Classes & Divisions

Therapeutic Riding (TP) Classes: Pick one class that corresponds to your level.
 1. Therapeutic walk- Open to riders of all ages that are currently enrolled in the PHC therapeutic riding lessons.
 2. Therapeutic walk/ trot- Open to riders of all ages that are currently enrolled in the PHC therapeutic riding lessons
Jumping Divisions: Pick the division that corresponds to your level.
Child/Adult Jump 2 Division: Open to all riders currently enrolled in Jump 2 lessons. Fences not to exceed 2’.

 3. Jump 2 walk/trot/canter

 4. Jump 2 O/F (over fences)

Optional Medal Class:
 5. PHC Child/Adult Show Team Medal II: Phase I - Course of fences not to exceed 2’. Phase II –WTC flat section may be asked by the judge to include but not limited to tests such as no stirrups and sitting trot.  

For riders enrolled in Show Team lessons. Proper show attire required.

Child/Adult Jump 1 Division: Open to all riders currently enrolled in Jump 1 lessons. Verticals not to exceed 18”

 6. Jump 1 walk/trot/canter

 7. Jump 1 O/F (over fences)

Optional Medal Class:
 8. PHC Child/Adult Show Team Medal I:  Phase I - Course of fences not to exceed 18”. Phase II –WTC flat section may be asked by the judge to include but not limited to tests such as no stirrups and sitting trot.  Child/Adult Intro to Jump Division: Open to all riders currently enrolled in Intro to Jump lessons. Trot or canter over a course of cross-rails not to exceed 12”.

 9. Intro walk/trot/canter

 10. Intro O/F (over fences)
Child/Adult Ground pole Division: Open to all riders currently enrolled in Groundpole lessons. Trot or canter over a course of ground poles.

 11. Groundpole walk/trot/canter

 12. Groundpole O/F (over fences) 
Stick Horse Division: Pick a class or the division. Bring your own homemade or bought stick horse.
 13. Stick Horse Model “FUN” Class: Open to all ages. Judged on the most creative stick horse. 

 14. Stick Horse Flat “FUN” Class: Open to all ages. Judged on correct movement and suitability at the walk, trot, and canter.
 15. Stick Horse Over Fences “FUN” Class: Open to all ages. Judged on a hunter type course of poles at the trot or canter.
Child/Adult/ Mini Mite Equitation Flat Classes- Pick one class that corresponds to your level.

16. Child/Adult Individual Trot: Open to all riders who are currently enrolled in F1 level, who are trotting individually in lessons. Judged on position, control and correct posting at the walk and trot.
17. Child/Adult Equitation Walk/Trot: Open to all riders at the F2 level, who are trotting in a group. Judged on rider’s position, control of the horse and correct diagonals.

 18. Child/Adult Equitation Walk/Trot/Individual Canter: Open to all riders at F2+ level who are not yet cantering in a group. Judged on position, control of the horse, and correct diagonals.

 19. Child/Adult Equitation Walk/Trot/Canter: Open to all riders at the F3 level who are cantering in a group. Judged on position, control, correct diagonals, and correct canter lead.

 20.  Mini-Mite Walk/Individual Trot: Open to riders 5 - 8 yrs. old, who are currently enrolled in MMW2 level, who are trotting individually in lessons. Judged on position, control and correct posting at the walk and trot.

 21.  Mini-Mite Walk/Trot: Open to riders 5 - 8 yrs. old, who are currently enrolled in MMWT level who can trot in a group. Judged on position, control, and correct diagonals.

 22.  Mini-Mite Walk/Trot/Individual Canter:  Open to riders 5 - 8 yrs. old, who are currently enrolled in MMWT2 level. Riders will canter individually in this class. Judged on position, control of the horse, and correct diagonals.

 23. Mini-Mite Walk/Trot/Canter: Open to riders 5 - 8 yrs. old, who are currently enrolled in MMWTC level. Riders will canter in a group. Judged on position, control, correct diagonals, and correct canter lead.

24. Egg and Spoon “Fun” Class: Riders will ride a horse through a timed obstacle course. Best time wins. Class may be split according to level.
 Management reserves the right to assign riders to the appropriate class.
Answers to Your Questions . . .

Who can Participate?
ALL Potomac Horse Center students are encouraged to attend! The client show is a great way to learn about showing in a no-pressure environment. Any first time "jitters" quickly disappear because you are familiar with the other horses and people around you. 

Horse Choices and Availability
Although horse availability is on a first-come, first-served basis, we will do our best to accommodate you. Class sizes are limited, so register early.  
How Do I Register?

* Entries are for one FLAT class only (classes 1-2 or 16-23) or one division at Jump levels (Divisions are listed for classes 3-12). Riders may also enter as many “Fun” classes as they wish.

* Fill out the entry form on the back of this prize list COMPLETELY and have three horse choices, and a “no ride” horse request.


* Payment is required for entry. Entry fees are non-refundable after May 31st.
Which Class Should I Enter?

Choose the class at your current lesson level. If you’re not sure, your instructor will recommend the right class for you. 

What’s the Deadline for Entry? 
Space is limited, and available on a first-come, first-served basis. Entries will be accepted either until classes fill, or up to NOON on Wednesday, May 31, to allow us to organize the classes and prepare a time schedule.  Classes may be combined if there are under three entries.
What Time will I Ride?
We will determine class times AFTER all entries are received.  Call the office the Friday before the show day for your ride time and horse assignment. On show day, arrive at least 15 min. before your ride time to check in at the show office and prepare for your class. Your horse will be tacked up for you for your ride.
What Should I Wear?
Neatness counts! A polo shirt or other collared shirt, tucked in; sweater or close-fitting jacket in cold weather; paddock boots; long pants or breeches.  Half chaps are allowed. Hair should be tied back, in a hairnet or braids. Proper show attire (jacket, collared shirt, etc.) is required for the Show Team Medal classes.
