!Naaman, commander of the army of the king of Aram, was a great man and in high favor with
his master because by him the LORD had given victory to Aram. The man, though a mighty
warrior, suffered from a skin disease.

2Now the Arameans on one of their raids had taken a young girl captive from the land of Israel,
and she served Naaman’s wife.

| not wash in them and be clean?” He turned and went away in a rage.

13 But his servants approached and said to him, “Father, if the prophet had commanded you to
do something difficult, would you not have done it? How much more, when all he said to you
was, ‘Wash, and be clean’?”

1450 he went down and immersed himself seven times in the Jordan, according to the word of
the man of God; his flesh was restored like the flesh of a young boy, and he was clean.
