As required by law Chairman Eddy, pointed out the copy of the Opens Meeting Act posted on the wall for public viewing and called the meeting to order.  Proceedings shown were taken while convened meeting was open to the public.

Motion by Orcutt, seconded by Einspahr, to approve the minutes from the March 7, 2022 and March 24, 2022 meetings. Voting Aye:  Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.

Discussion was held in regards to Conditional Use Permit #19 RV PARK. Questions and comments were heard from the public. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.  Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Orcutt to come out of executive session. Voting Aye:  Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.  
Motion by Hammond, Seconded by Orcutt to approve Conditional Use Permit #19 RV PARK as long as all conditions are met (below). Roll Call Voting Aye:  Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.   Certified letter will be sent to applicants after any periods of protest/appeal have run.
On April 4, 2022, after review of CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT APPLICATION NO. 19, pursuant to the laws of the State of Nebraska and the Village Code and zoning regulations, the VILLAGE OF REPUBLICAN CITY, a Nebraska Municipal Corporation, issued a conditional use permit to applicant, D & G Lakeview Properties, LLC, upon the following real property: 

A tract of land in the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SE¼SE¼) if Section Thirty-Three (33), Township Two (2) North, Range Seventeen (17) West of the 6th P.M., Harlan County, Nebraska, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the Southeast corner of said Section 33, thence West along the section line 688 feet to the true point of beginning; thence due North 660 feet to a point on the North line of the South Half of the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (S½SE¼SE¼); thence due West 632 feet to a point on the West line of the Southeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SE¼SE¼); thence due South 660 feet to a point on the South line of Section 33; thence East 632 feet to the point of beginning. 
Said conditional use permit allows for the above property to be used as proposed in CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT APPLICATION NO. 19, so long as applicant continually complies with the following regulations: 

1. Applicant must comply with all state, local, and administrative regulations regarding drilling or dropping a new well or otherwise providing water to the subject property. Documentation of ongoing compliance shall be provided to the Village Clerk’s office as it is available. 

2. Applicant must comply with all state, local, and administrative regulations regarding installing or otherwise providing septic tanks and leech fields on the subject property. Documentation of ongoing compliance shall be provided to the Village Clerk’s office as it is available. 

3. Applicant will comply with and submit themselves to the jurisdiction of the Village with regard to general regulations and general offenses (as set forth in Village Code Title IX and Title XIII, respectively). 

4. Applicant will not permit fireworks to be used on the subject property at any time or for any purpose. 

5. Applicant will provide, at its own expense, 24-hour on-call individual or agency who will enforce house rules, village ordinances, and provide conflict resolution. Contact information for the individual or agency shall be visibly posted in public areas of the subject property at all times and kept continually updated with the Village Clerk’s office. 

6. Applicant will install, at its own expense, an 6-foot fence which shall be solid in nature (meaning no visibility through the fence structure from the ground to the top, 6-feet high) running the entirety of the subject property’s eastern boundary. 

Discussion was held in regards to building permit for the same property as listed above (RV PARK). Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Valentine to table the consideration of the building permit until Conditional Use Permit Requirements have been met. Voting Aye:  Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried. 
Discussion was held in regards to speed bumps. They have not been purchased as of right now. Discussion was held in regards to a stick build garage. Most likely can be done as long as the siding matches.
