Ordinance 3 was introduced by Chairman Eddy. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.  Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Hammond to adopt Ordinance 316.  Voting Aye:  Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine. Eddy abstained. There were no votes against the motion. Motion carried.  

Discussion was held in regards to having an Easter Egg Hunt. Hammond will be in charge.  Discussion was held in regards to playground shelter house. Have not heard back from Mr. Sampson about an extension.

Motion by Einspahr, seconded by Valentine to Open the public hearing for D&G Properties Conditional Use permit. Voting Aye: Eddy, Einspahr, Hammond, Orcutt and Valentine.  There were no votes against the motion.  Motion carried. The Board of Adjustment will have to turn their recommendations into the Village Board of Trustees within 10 business days from the date of their hearing.
