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	Welcome to the Kelloggsville Rocket Band program!
You have a wonderful opportunity to become an integral part of your student’s experience in band and to provide enriching opportunities for him or her.

Experienced band parents and the director to help you prepare for high school band programs created this booklet.

Band Camp
Each summer near the end of July, all band students attend a weeklong band camp at Olivet College (off US 69, southwest of Charlotte). It is here band students learn their music and marching routines for the entire marching season. The band and chaperones leave Sunday at one using Kelloggsville Public Schools transportation. Parents are asked to come to Olivet on Friday, not only to pick up their student, but to see all that the band has accomplished during the intense week of training and encourage them by attending their first performance.

The students practice on the intramural field near the water tower on the southeast side of campus. There are no bleachers, so be sure to bring a lawn chair to enjoy the performance. Look for maps to Olivet and the practice field in the back of this booklet.

A packing list of necessary and suggested items each student should bring is included at the end of this booklet. More information about what to take, medications and other details are given to students prior to the departure date.

PLEASE NOTE: Students must attend and participate in band camp or he/she will be unable to participate in band. There are exceptions to this rule that must be approved by Mr. Anderson. A rigorous and intense week at camp prepares the students to work together as a group. They will continue to refine and build on their learned routines until the marching season is completed.

Marching Season
Once band camp is over, marching practice starts one to two weeks after camp, beginning at 6:30 pm and ending between 9:00 and 9:30.

Once a student graduates from the band program, their money can be transferred to another student’s account (sibling or friend) or the band booster general fund but cannot be redeemed in cash. If a student quits the band program all money in their account from fundraising will revert back to band booster general fund or a sibling’s band account.

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	Do You Still Want a Band Student? YES!!

At this point, you are probably wondering if you indeed want your student to participate in band if he or she is going to need to commit to everything that is mentioned or listed in this booklet.

The answer is a definite YES!
The band becomes a family that works together, travels together and supports itself through camaraderie and dedication. Believe it or not, marching season flies by all too quickly! Symphonic band showcases the talent and ability of all Kelloggsville High School students and their efforts to learn and perform well.

Kelloggsville is proud of its band which annually receives high rankings and awards for its selection in music, its active marching routines and overall quality of performance. Our band works hard at its achievements. You, too, will be proud of your student, the band as a whole and our dedicated band director when you become a part of the Kelloggsville High School Band.

Senior Band Accounts with a Fund Balance

Seniors who have completed their final year with the Kelloggsville High School Band, and who have met all financial commitments to the band program, may transfer any remaining funds in his or her account to a younger band student’s account. This process is called “willing” their account monies to a younger band student who can then bank the funds toward band camp, instruments or other band needs. Siblings often forward funds to younger brothers or sisters still participating in band, however, students can help friends, too.

To will your student’s leftover band account monies to another student, please use a Band Booster Student Account Request form which may be obtained from the band room.

Funds in senior accounts left unwilled or unused will go to the Band Boosters account to assist with the yearly band events and activities for all students in the high school band.
	
	Students are required to attend Monday night practices and it will contribute toward his/her grade.

These practice sessions are to prepare for home football games and weekend competitions held at various school districts throughout West Michigan. Until school is underway, practice is behind the high school on the practice field. Practice will switch to the football field behind the middle school by East Elementary when school starts.

Performances and Competitions
The band is required to participate in all home football games providing entertainment to the crowds. This includes a full routine performance during half time.

Competitions are held Saturdays at the football fields of other school districts. Call time (arrival to high school) and performance times are determined prior to each competition. Directions or a map can be provided. These are team events in which all band students are required to attend and support the KHS Band as a team member.

Admittance fees are charged by each school to view the competition and can range from $4 to $10. Kelloggsville is in Class C competition. Each band has 15 minutes to approach the field, perform and clear the field for the next band. After all bands in the scheduled Classes have completed competition, caption awards (i.e. best music, best percussion, etc.) are received along with a rating score for overall performance.

The band also has the District Marching Festival in the MSBOA (Michigan School Band and Orchestra Association) at a local school district the second Tuesday in October.

Fund Raising and Band Accounts
Each band student has a school account that can bank fund credit to pay for band camp. Camp payment varies each year depending upon facility cost. First year students will need to purchase marching shoes for an additional cost.

Throughout the year funds are earned through participation in various fund raisers and events sponsored by the Band Boosters. As a parent, relative or friend of a band student, you can begin earning credit toward
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	your student’s band account now! Here are some of the things you can do to pay for band camp:

100% - 
student’s profit from sales of fund raisers (i.e. sub sandwiches, fudge, cookie dough, etc.)

100% -  participating students split profit from activity fundraisers (car washes, leaf raking, etc.)

35% - 
profit from Middle School concessions at basketball games go to the working student’s account, or the percentage is split between each student who works the booth each time

??% - 
parents and students 18 or older who work Texas Hold’Em events receive a portion of the profit

  0% - 
Football concessions profit benefits the Band Booster account**, 
In participating with these funding sources, your student’s account earnings can be used toward camp, marching shoes, instruments, or other school-based trips or activities (after camp is paid for) (please read section regarding By-Laws and Student Account Guidelines).

** Funds raised from the concession stand at the home football games contribute directly to the Band Booster account which covers additional costs of band camp and other yearly needs for the band such as drinks, snacks, competition supplies, middle school uniforms, equipment, and many other things in which your student will participate and benefit. Your help is valuable for this! Every family is required to work at least one game in the fall. There is a $50 additional  fee per student for anyone that does not work their one game.
Band Uniforms
All students in the high school band are fitted with a marching uniform in the fall in which they will compete during the season. This fitting will take place after band camp. After marching season, all band students will be fitted for symphonic band uniforms to be used the remainder of the year. All uniforms are kept at the high school.

Students are required to wear a t-shirt under their marching uniform and white t-shirts (no tank/spaghetti strap tops) under their symphonic uniforms. It is mandatory that all students wear black socks with their marching shoes and black socks or black tights with symphonic uniforms at every performance. Girls can wear dress shoes/heels but they must be black and should be worn during fitting.

**NOTE: All students must submit both prescription and over-the-counter medications to the designated chaperon before departure. All medicines must be in the original bottles with the dosage labels/instructions on the bottle. Medicine and prescriptions are to be signed out by parents at Olivet College from the medical chaperon before taking your band student home.
	
	Appropriate black shoes are required for students who wear tuxedos (males and percussion). Clean marching shoes are acceptable.

Band Boosters Meetings
The Band Boosters hold regular meetings which you are encouraged to attend for vital information about the band and its activities. Meetings are held the 2nd Monday each month starting at 7:00 pm September through May. At the April meeting, nominations are made for individuals interested in becoming the following year’s governing Board members. The elections are held at the May meeting.

8th Grade meets High School
Students in 8th grade will be required to participate with the high school band during the fall season. Homecoming includes marching in the parade and performing at halftime. Mass Band Night takes place at a home game where middle school and high school students perform together.

Methods of Communication

Typical methods of communication are flyers with schedules, information about calendar dates, competitions and concerts. Add your email address to our list to receive important information and updates. Also, please visit our band website at kelloggsvilleband.webs.com for paperwork, dates and other vital information!
Concert Support and Credit for 8th Grade Band Students
Students in 8th grade can receive extra class credit by attending the High School Band concerts. He or she may also assist the band at its performances with setup and takedown of equipment, chairs, and other needs. Please contact Mr. Anderson if your student would like to help at performances.
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	Symphonic/Jazz Band Information
When marching season is completed, the high school band directs its attention to symphonic instruction. Throughout the rest of the year the high school band will have concerts. In addition to the regular symphonic band, students can participate in Jazz Band, which is a separate high school elective class. This group performs the same night as the Symphonic Band holiday concert and at its own concert in May as well as other smaller performances throughout the year.

Marching shirts -- Orders will be taken from parents and family members who would like to purchase marching t-shirts or sweatshirts to wear at marching competitions. The color and design matches the year’s marching shirts the students wear as a uniform during the season. Order forms are available from the high school band room.
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
