According to a recent article in the New York Times, provisions for education in the 
stimulus bill may indicate the Obama Administration’s position on the overhaul of NCLB. 
To receive federal education aid, the bill dictates that governors must raise statewide 
standards to a new tougher benchmark.  Governors must ensure that the most effective 
teachers will be assigned equitably to all students in their states, and they must commit 
to building statewide data systems to link teachers with student test scores. 
There are currently 6000 of the nation’s 95,000 schools designated as needing 
restructuring or corrective action under the present terms.  How many will there be 
when the standards are raised?
